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I. statement

1. On September 21, 2012, Party Bus Productions, LLC, doing business as The Hill Party Bus (Applicant) filed an application to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire to provide transportation services in call-and-demand shuttle service in the several counties (Application).

2. On October 1, 2012, Applicant filed an amendment to its Application.  According to the amendment, Applicant will provide transportation from the “Hill” area in Boulder to all concert venues in the greater Denver area such as Red Rocks Amphitheater, several venues in Denver, Coors Field, and Sports Authority Field at Mile High.  Applicant also represents that it proposes to provide shuttle service around the Hill area in Boulder and will operate between Baseline and Pearl Street among other areas.  Applicant also indicates that counties it intends to “pass through” as indicated in the notice of Application below.

3. On October 9, 2012, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire

for the transportation of passengers 
in call-and-demand shuttle service

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Grand, Jackson, Jefferson, and Summit, State of Colorado.

4. On November 8, 2012, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle Denver), Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab, and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC (Colorado Springs Transportation) (collectively, Colorado Cab) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right, Alternative Motion for Permissive Intervention, and Opposition to Application (Intervention).
5. On November 13, 2012, Applicant filed a second amendment to its Application.  Applicant now indicates that it intends to provide shuttle service from the “Hill” area in Boulder to all concert venues in the Denver metropolitan area.  Applicant further limits its service to Red Rocks Amphitheater, Beta, the Ogden Theater, the Blue Bird Theater, Coors Field and Sports Authority Filed at Mile High.  Applicant further states that it will not provide shuttle service around the Hill area in Boulder and will only initiate and terminate trips starting and ending in Boulder.  Applicant represents that it will not “travel west into the mountains/Rockies,” and “will not initiate transportation services in any other county.”  Additionally, the amendment states that Applicant will utilize Highway 36 and Interstate 25 to travel between Boulder and Denver; and Highway 93 and C-470 to travel between Boulder and Red Rocks Amphitheater.  Applicant intends now to travel only through Denver, Jefferson, Adams, Broomfield and Boulder Counties.  Applicant avers that it will “never travel west into the mountains/Rockies.”  In addition, Applicant states that it will not initiate transportation services in any other county besides Boulder and will limit its service to groups of 20 people or greater.

6. On November 19, 2012, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.
7. By Interim Decision No. R12-1411-I issued December 7, 2012, a pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for January 10, 2013.  At the scheduled date and time the pre-hearing conference was convened.  An appearance was entered by legal counsel for Colorado Cab.  Applicant failed to appear.  At that time, counsel for Colorado Cab indicated that the parties were close to reaching resolution on a settlement agreement in this matter.  Based on that representation, the Application was not dismissed for failure of Applicant to comply with Commission Orders and for failure to appear at the scheduled pre-hearing conference.
8. On January 22, 2013, Colorado Cab and Applicant filed a Motion for Approval of Restrictive Amendments, Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions, and Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion).  According to the Joint Motion, the Parties reached agreement regarding restrictive amendments to the Application.  The proposed restrictively amended authority in part provides transportation in call-and-demand shuttle service between the “Hill” area in Boulder, Colorado on the one hand and several concert venues in the Denver area on the other hand.
9. The location of origination of service identified as the “Hill” is vague and not specifically identified.  Therefore, the Parties will be required to explicitly identify the boundaries of the area identified as the “Hill” in Boulder using street references to indicate a specific bounded area.  Upon receipt of that detailed information, the Settlement Agreement will be considered.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. Applicant, Party Bus Productions, LLC, doing business as The Hill Party Bus and Intervenor, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab, and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC shall file a supplement to the Settlement Agreement which specifically identifies the boundaries of the proposed originating area of the proposed authority labeled as the “Hill.”
2. Upon receipt of such filing, the Settlement Agreement will be considered.
3. This Order is effective immediately.
