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I. STATEMENT  
1. On November 5, 2012, Taxi Magic Express, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On November 13, 2012, Applicant supplemented the November 5, 2012 filing.
  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Order to the Application is to the November 5, 2012 filing as supplemented on November 13, 2012.  

On November 19, 2012, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding (Notice at 2); established an intervention period; and established a 

3. procedural schedule.  On January 8, 2013, Decision No. R13-0041-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

4. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle) and 1st ABC Transportation, Inc. (1st ABC), timely intervened.  Each opposes the Application.  

5. SuperShuttle and 1st ABC, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. On January 3, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. On January 24, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0114-I, the ALJ ordered Applicant to obtain counsel in this matter.  Applicant’s counsel is to enter an appearance no later than February 6, 2013.  Applicant is reminded that the ALJ will dismiss the Application if Applicant’s counsel does not enter an appearance as required by Decision No R13-0114-I.  
8. On January 24, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0115-I, the ALJ ordered 1st ABC to obtain counsel in this matter.  1st ABC’s counsel is to enter an appearance no later than February 6, 2013.  1st ABC is reminded that the ALJ will dismiss 1st ABC’s intervention if 1st ABC’s counsel does not enter an appearance as required by Decision No R13-0115-I.  
9. On January 3, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of that date.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., and absent an enlargement of time by the Commission
 or Applicant’s waiver of the statutory provision, a Commission decision on the Application should issue no later than August 1, 2013.  
10. By Decision No. R13-0041-I, the ALJ ordered Applicant, after consultation with the Intervenors, to file a proposed procedural schedule and hearing dates that are satisfactory to the Parties.  That Order stated that the procedural schedule filing must contain at least the following dates:  (a) the date by which Applicant will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; (b) the date by which each intervenor will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; (c) the date by which each party will file an updated and corrected list of witnesses and complete copies of updated or corrected exhibits; (d) the date by which each party will file prehearing motions; (e) the date by which the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached; and (f) the proposed evidentiary hearing date.  The Order also stated that, to meet the § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., timeframe, the evidentiary hearing must be concluded no later than April 26, 2013.  

11. On January 25, 2013, SuperShuttle filed a Notice of Proposed Procedural Schedule in which Applicant joins.  In that filing, Applicant and SuperShuttle propose this procedural schedule:  (a) no later than February 27, 2013, Applicant will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; (b) no later than March 13, 2013, each intervenor will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; and (c) the hearing will be held on April 19, 2013.  

12. The filing does not reference 1st ABC, the other intervenor in this case.  In addition, the filing does not contain all the procedural dates listed in Decision No. R13-0041-I.  Nonetheless, by this Order, the ALJ will consider the filing and will establish the procedural schedule, including hearing date, for this docket.  
13. The ALJ is available on the proposed hearing date.  The hearing date permits the Commission to meet the § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., timeframe.  

14. The ALJ will adopt the following procedural schedule, which is an expansion of the filed proposal:  (a) no later than February 27, 2013, Applicant will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; (b) no later than March 13, 2013, each intervenor will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; (c) no later than March 29, 2013, each party will file (if necessary) an updated and corrected list of witnesses and complete copies of updated or corrected exhibits; (d) no later than April 8, 2013, each party will file prehearing motions (this includes dispositive motions and motions in limine with respect to listed witnesses and motions in limine with respect to proposed exhibits); (e) no later than noon on April 12, 2013, the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached; and (f) the evidentiary hearing will be held on April 19, 2013.  

15. The testimony in this proceeding will be presented through oral testimony at the evidentiary hearing.  For each witness (except a witness offered in rebuttal), the following information must be provided:  (a) the witness’s name; (b) the witness’s address; (c) the witness’s business or daytime telephone number; and (d) a detailed statement of the testimony that the witness is expected to provide.  This information must be provided on the lists of witnesses to be filed pursuant to this Order.  

16. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that no person will be permitted to testify (except in rebuttal) unless that person is identified on one or more of the lists of witnesses filed in accordance with the procedural schedule.  

17. Complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in rebuttal or an exhibit to be used in cross-examination) will be filed in advance of the hearing and in accordance with the procedural schedule.  
18. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that, except in rebuttal or when used in cross-examination, no document will be admitted as an exhibit unless a complete copy of the document is filed in advance of the hearing as required by this Order.  

19. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1405
 will govern discovery.  

20. Except as a proposed exhibit or as necessary to support or to respond to a motion, the Parties will not file discovery requests or discovery responses with the Commission.  

21. Except as a proposed exhibit or as necessary to support or to respond to a motion, the Parties will not serve discovery requests or discovery responses on the ALJ.  

22. Motions pertaining to discovery disputes may be filed at any time.  Unless otherwise ordered, responses to motions pertaining to discovery disputes will be filed in accordance with Rule 4 CCR 712-1-1400.  If necessary, the ALJ will hold a hearing on a discovery dispute-related motion as soon as practicable after the motion is filed.  

23. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1100 will govern the treatment of information claimed to be confidential.

The following procedural schedule is adopted:   (a) no later than February 27, 2013, Applicant shall file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; (b) no later than March 13, 2013, each intervenor shall file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; (c) no later than March 29, 2013, each party shall file (if necessary) an updated and corrected list of witnesses and complete copies of updated or corrected exhibits; (d) no later than April 8, 2013, each party shall file prehearing motions; and (e) no later than noon on April 12, 2013, the Parties shall file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached.  

3. No person shall testify on behalf of a party (except in rebuttal) unless the person is identified on one or more of the lists of witnesses filed in accordance with the terms of this Order.  

4. No document shall be admitted into evidence (except in rebuttal or when used in cross-examination) unless a complete copy of the document is filed in accordance with the terms of this Order.  

5. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 shall govern discovery.  

6. Except as a proposed exhibit or as necessary to support or to respond to a motion, the Parties shall not file discovery requests or discovery responses with the Commission.  

7. Except as a proposed exhibit or as necessary to support or to respond to a motion, the Parties shall not serve discovery requests or discovery responses on the Administrative Law Judge.  

8. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1100 shall govern the treatment of information claimed to be confidential.  

9. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in Orders issued in this docket.
