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I. statement

1. On January 11, 2013, the Commission issued a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NOPR) regarding proposed amendments to certain Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.  The Commission proposes to amend various transportation rules as outlined in the NOPR.  The Commission set a public comment hearing on the proposed rules for March 11, 2013.  Additionally, the Commission set a date of February 11, 2013 in which interested parties may file written comments.  Reply comments are to be filed no later than February 25, 2013.

2. On January 23, 2013, Parking Authority, LLC (Parking Authority) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Comments to Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (Motion).  According to the Motion, Parking Authority seeks a three-week extension to and including February 25, 2013 to file its comments.  Parking Authority claims that it has been approached by “many of the private properties which [it] serve[s]” to request additional time to disseminate, analyze, and respond to the NOPR.  

3. It is not clear to what Parking Authority refers when it requests an additional three weeks to file written comments.  The deadlines imposed by the Commission include a February 11, 2013 deadline to file comments, and a February 25, 2013 deadline to file reply comments.  However, its request to extend the deadline to file written comments to February 25, 2013 is untenable.  Granting the request would allow Parking Authority to submit written comments two weeks prior to the public hearing on the proposed rules.  This leaves no time for parties to respond to Parking Authority’s comments and no time for Commission Staff and the Administrative Law Judge to review the comments prior to the hearing currently scheduled for March 11, 2013.

4. As a result, it is reasonable to provide Parking Authority one week of additional time through February 19, 2013 in which to file its comments.  Response time to the Motion is waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Parking Authority, LLC for Extension of Time to File Comments to Notice of Proposed Rulemaking is granted in part consistent with the discussion above.

2. Parking Authority, LLC is granted additional time through February 19, 2013 to file its written comments in this rulemaking proceeding.

3. The Commission prefers and strongly encourages that interested persons submit comments to the proposed rule amendments through the Commission’s Electronic Filing System and in this docket number – 13R-0009TR.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
