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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 12, 2012, Nexus Communications, Inc. (Nexus or Applicant), filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier for Low Income Support Only (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On October 12, 2012, Nexus also filed a Motion for Waiver of Certain Rules.  

3. On October 15, 2012, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established an intervention period and a procedural schedule.  On November 19, 2012, Decision No. R12-1346-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

4. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened.  Both OCC and Staff contest the Application.  

5. OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. On November 15, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. On November 15, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application to be complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

8. On November 28, 2012, Nexus filed a Verified Motion for Pro Hac Vice Admission of Danielle Frappier (Frappier Motion).  The Frappier Motion was filed pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a),
 which governs the admission of attorneys not licensed to practice law in Colorado.  Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) requires compliance with Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.) 221.1.  

9. On November 29, 2012, the Commission received a notice from the Attorney Registration Office of the Supreme Court of Colorado.
  That notice advises the Commission that Ms. Frappier has been assigned a Pro Hac Vice registration number with respect to this docket.  

10. The ALJ has reviewed the Frappier Motion, the Attorney Registration Office notice, and the requirements of Colo.R.Civ.P. 221.1.  The ALJ finds that Ms. Frappier has complied with Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) and Colo.R.Civ.P. 221.1, that the Frappier Motion states good cause, and that no party will be prejudiced if the Frappier Motion is granted.  By this Order, the ALJ will grant the Frappier Motion and will admit Ms. Frappier pro hac vice to represent Applicant in this docket.  

On November 29, 2012, Nexus filed a Verified Motion for Pro Hac Vice Admission of Melissa Slawson (Slawson Motion).  The Slawson Motion was filed pursuant to 

11. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a), which governs the admission of attorneys not licensed to practice law in Colorado.  Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) requires compliance with Colo.R.Civ.P. 221.1.  

12. On November 29, 2012, the Commission received a notice from the Attorney Registration Office of the Supreme Court of Colorado.
  That notice advises the Commission that Ms. Slawson has been assigned a Pro Hac Vice registration number with respect to this docket.  

13. The ALJ has reviewed the Slawson Motion, the Attorney Registration Office notice, and the requirements of Colo.R.Civ.P. 221.1.  The ALJ finds that Ms. Slawson has complied with Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) and Colo.R.Civ.P.221.1, that the Slawson Motion states good cause, and that no party will be prejudiced if the Slawson Motion is granted.  By this Order, the ALJ will grant the Slawson Motion and will admit Ms. Slawson pro hac vice to represent Applicant in this docket.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Verified Motion for Pro Hac Vice Admission of Danielle Frappier is granted.  

2. Danielle Frappier, Esquire, is admitted pro hac vice as counsel for Nexus Communications, Inc., in this proceeding.  

3. The Verified Motion for Pro Hac Vice Admission of Melissa Slawson is granted.  

4. Melissa Slawson, Esquire, is admitted pro hac vice as counsel for Nexus Communications, Inc., in this proceeding.  

5. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Orders entered in this docket.  
6. This Order is effective immediately.
