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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 12, 2012, Nexus Communications, Inc. (Nexus or Applicant), filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier for Low Income Support Only (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On October 12, 2012, Nexus also filed a Motion for Waiver of Certain Rules.  

3. On October 15, 2012, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established an intervention period and a procedural schedule.  On November 19, 2012, Decision No. R12-1346-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

4. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened.  Both OCC and Staff contest the Application.  

5. OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. On November 15, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. On November 15, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application to be complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

8. As pertinent here, on December 6, 2012, by Decision No. R12-1408-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing and established the procedural schedule for this docket.  

9. Pursuant to the procedural schedule, on December 19, 2012, Nexus filed its direct testimony and exhibits in support of the Application.  

10. As pertinent here, on December 6, 2012, by Decision No. R12-1408-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing and established the procedural schedule for this docket.  On January 28, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0131-I and on an unopposed motion, the ALJ modified that procedural schedule.  Pursuant to the modified procedural schedule, each intervenor was to file, no later than February 8, 2013, its answer testimony and exhibits.  

11. On February 8, 2013, OCC and Staff (collectively, Movants) filed (in one document) a Second Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits, an Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Rebuttal Testimony [Testimony Motions], and a Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].  In that filing, Movants:  (a) request additional time, to and including February 21, 2013, within which to file answer testimony and exhibits; and (b) on behalf of Applicant, request additional time, to and including February 28, 2013, within which to file rebuttal testimony and exhibits.  As good cause to grant the Testimony Motions and as support for the Request, Movants state that the Parties continue to be engaged in settlement discussion and need additional time to negotiate the language.  Movants also represent that no party opposes the Testimony Motions.  

12. The Request states good cause, and waiving response time to the Testimony Motions will not prejudice any party.  By this Order, the ALJ will grant the Request and will waive response time to the Testimony Motions.  

13. The Testimony Motions state good cause, and granting the Testimony Motions will not prejudice any party.  By this Order, the ALJ will grant the Testimony Motions and will modify the procedural schedule as follows:  (a) no later than February 21, 2013, each intervenor will file its answer testimony and exhibits; and (b) no later than February 28, 2013, Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits.  The remainder of the procedural schedule is unaffected by this Order.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Second Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits [and] Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Rebuttal Testimony are granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R12-1408-I as modified by Decision No. R13-0131-I, is modified as follows:  (a) no later than February 21, 2013, each intervenor shall file its answer testimony and exhibits; and (b) no later than February 28, 2013, Applicant Nexus Communications, Inc. shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits.  

3. The remainder of the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R12-1408-I is unaffected by this Order.  

4. The Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Second Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits is waived.  

6. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to File Rebuttal Testimony is waived.  

7. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in Orders issued in this docket.  
8. This Order is effective immediately.
