I. STATEMENT  
1. On December 21, 2010, the Commission issued Decision No. C10-1359, the Formal Complaint and Notice of Proceeding that commenced this docket.  In that Order, inter alia, the Commission referred this case to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

2. On January 21, 2011, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a).  Staff is represented by counsel.  

3. Paul H. Epler, as an individual, is the Respondent (Epler or Respondent).  The ALJ advised Mr. Epler that he may obtain counsel if he chooses to do so, and he has elected to represent himself.  

4. The Parties, collectively, are Staff and Respondent.  

5. The procedural history of this docket is set out in previous Orders and is repeated here as necessary to put this Order in context.  

6. On January 14, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0075-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter for February 25, 2013.  

7. On February 20, 2013, the ALJ received an e-mail from Mr. Epler.  In that e-mail at 1, Mr. Epler states:  (a) he had “just found out this morning [that his] main witness has an unavoidable conflict” with the scheduled hearing date; (b) Staff counsel informed Mr. Epler that Staff did not object to one rescheduling of the hearing date; and (c) the Parties are available for hearing on March 4, 2013.  

8. The ALJ finds that no party will be prejudiced if response time to the request to reschedule the hearing is waived.  By this Order, the ALJ will waive response time.  

9. The ALJ finds that the request to reschedule the hearing states good cause and that no party will be prejudiced if the request is granted.  By this Order, the ALJ will grant the request; will vacate the hearing scheduled for February 25, 2013; and will schedule the evidentiary hearing in this matter for March 4, 2013.  

10. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that, absent very good cause, the ALJ will not reschedule the March 4, 2013 hearing.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The request of Mr. Paul Epler to reschedule the hearing is granted.  
2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for February 25, 2013 is vacated.  

3. The evidentiary hearing in this matter shall be held on the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:
