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I. statement

1. Denver Street Bus, LLP (Street Bus or Petitioner), initiated the captioned proceeding on December 14, 2012, by filing a Petition for Waiver of Limited Regulation Carrier Rules with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  

2. On December 17, 2012, the Commission provided public notice of the petition by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed as follows:

For an order of the Commission authorizing a waiver of Rule 6305(b) (Age of Motor Vehicles) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6. The petition for waiver concerns the following vehicle:  
1999 Ford E-450, VIN 1FDXE40S1XHB51011. This waiver is requested indefinitely from December 14, 2012 onward.

3. On December 18, 2012, Staff of the Commission (Staff) issued a deficiency letter to Petitioner noting the application requirements and requesting that Petitioner file pictures of the vehicle that was the subject of the Petition.

4. On December 24, 2012, Petitioner made filings in this Docket in response to the request of Staff for additional information.

5. On January 16, 2013, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.; Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC (collectively, Intervenors) intervened through counsel.

6. On January 23, 2013, the Commission deemed the petition complete and it was referred to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition. It was later assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

A. Representation

7. By Interim Order No. R13-0193-I, issued February 8, 2013, the Petitioner was required to make a filing concerning legal representation by February 22, 2013.  The Petitioner was required to either retain an attorney or make a filing establishing it could proceed pro se by February 22, 2013.

8. As of the date of this Order the Petitioner has failed to make any filing regarding representation.

9. Although given the opportunity to establish that it does not need to be represented by an attorney, and although advised of the consequences, Street Bus failed to establish that it can appear in this proceeding without an attorney.  Therefore, in accordance with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, the ALJ finds that Street Bus must be represented by an attorney in this case.  
10. The ALJ will order Street Bus to obtain an attorney to represent it in this case and will order the attorney for Street Bus to enter an appearance on or before March 1, 2013.   
11. Street Bus is advised that it cannot proceed in this case without an attorney.  

12. Street Bus is advised that, unless otherwise ordered, failure to obtain an attorney and failure to have the attorney enter an appearance as required by this Order will result in dismissal of the Petition.  
B. Intervention
13. On February 11, 2013, Intervenors filed their Notice of Withdrawal of Intervention. 

14. Intervenors and Petitioner have settled issues in Docket No. 12A-1057CP and for that reason; Intervenors wish to withdraw the intervention in the instant docket.

15. Since it will cause no prejudice to the Petitioner, the Intervenors shall be allowed to withdraw the intervention.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Intervention of SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.; Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC is withdrawn.

2. Denver Street Bus LLP is ordered to retain an attorney. Such attorney shall enter an appearance in this proceeding on or before March 1, 2013. 

3. Failure of Denver Street Bus LLP to follow this Order shall result in this Petition being dismissed.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
