I. STATEMENT
1. By Decision No. R13-0122-I, issued January 25, 2003, CAM-Colorado, LLC (CAM) was ordered to make a filing identifying evidence in the record offset time between when the entrance gates would start to descend and when the exit gates would start to descend or to supplement the evidentiary record within the same period to show the proposed offset timing between the entrance gates and the exit gates, and to explain how those times were determined.
2. On February 8, 2013, the Motion for Extension of Time to File Evidentiary Record in Docket No. 06A-654R was filed.   Counsel was not aware of the decision in time to permit a timely response.  CAM respectfully requests that they be granted an extension of time to and including February 22, 2013, within which to identify evidence in the Record in Docket No. 06A-654R addressing the Commission's question regarding offset times for the gates, or notify the Commission on that date that additional evidence will be submitted.

3. Response time to the Motion for Extension of Time to File Evidentiary Record in Docket No. 06A-654R expired on February 22, 2013.  No response was filed.

4. Good cause shown for the unopposed request, the motion will be granted.

5. Despite having granted the request made, a review of the Commission’s file indicates that CAM has already failed to comply with the extended deadline.  Thus, a very short additional extension will be afforded sua sponte.
6. To protect the interests of all parties, any party may request a hearing for the taking of supplementary evidence, to object to the admissibility of additional evidence, or to cross-examine the proponent of the additional evidence.  In absence of request by any party, admissibility will be decided by the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.

7. CAM’s failure to timely comply with this Decision will result in dismissal of the application without prejudice.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Evidentiary Record in Docket 
No. 06A-654R filed February 8, 2013, is granted.
2. CAM-Colorado, LLC (CAM) may make a filing identifying evidence in the record offset time between when the entrance gates would start to descend and when the exit gates would start to descend within seven days of the effective date of this Order.  Alternatively, CAM may supplement the evidentiary record within the same period to show the proposed offset timing between the entrance gates and the exit gates, and to explain how those times were determined.
3. If CAM elects to submit additional evidence, then any party may request a hearing within ten days following such filing to object to the admissibility of such evidence or to cross-examine the proponent of the additional evidence.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
