I. STATEMENT  
1. On February 13, 2013, A-Quarter Circle Lazy Five Ranch, LLC (Ranch), 
Alfonzo A. Abeyta, Andrew A. Abeyta, Martha Abeyta, and Loriann Abeyta (collectively, Complainants
) filed a formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Company or Respondent).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. Complainants and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  

3. On February 20, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. On February 27, 2013, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer to Respondent.  Pursuant to that Order, the Company has 20 days (that is, to and including March 19, 2013) within which either to respond to the Complaint or to satisfy the Complaint.  The case will not be at issue until the Company files its answer.  
5. On February 27, 2013, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing (Hearing Order).  The Hearing Order schedules the evidentiary hearing in this matter for April 8, 2013 in Denver, Colorado.  

6. By this Order, the ALJ will vacate the April 8, 2013 hearing date because:  
(a) in the Complaint at ¶ 4, Complainants ask that the hearing be held in Conejos, Colorado; and (b) the ALJ finds that the length of time (13 business days or 20 calendar days) between the date on which the Company is to file its response
 and the hearing date is insufficient for the Parties to prepare for hearing given the nature of the allegations in the Complaint.  

7. If necessary, the ALJ will schedule an evidentiary hearing by a subsequent Order.

1. The hearing in this matter scheduled for April 8, 2013 is vacated.
