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I. STATEMENT

1. On December 12, 2012, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company), filed Advice Letter No. 831 - Gas to revise the Front Range Pipeline (FRP) Firm Gas Transportation Service (Schedule TF-FRP Surcharge) and the Interruptible Gas Transportation Service (Schedule TI-FRP Surcharge) in the Company’s PUC No. 6 - Gas tariff.  The effective date of the tariff sheets attached to that Advice Letter was February 1, 2013.  

2. On January 11, 2013, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 831 - Gas - Amended (Amended Advice Letter).  Appended to that filing were revised tariff sheets and a Revised Exhibit No. 1.  The Amended Advice Letter did not change the effective date of the tariff sheets appended to that filing.  

3. As of the date of this Order, the Company has not filed direct testimony and exhibits in support of the proposed changes to the referenced schedules.  

4. On January 29, 2013, by Decision No. C13-0126, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariff sheets that accompanied the Amended Advice Letter.  The initial suspension period expires on June 1, 2013.  By further order, the suspension period may be extended until August 30, 2013.  

5. By Decision No. C13-0126, the Commission referred this docket to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for a recommended decision.  This proceeding has been assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  

A. Interventions.  

6. In Decision No. C13-0126, the Commission established the intervention period for this docket.  The intervention period expired on February 28, 2013.  

7. On January 25, 2013, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) filed its Motion to Intervene (Atmos Motion).  In that filing, Atmos establishes that this proceeding may substantially affect its pecuniary or tangible interests; that its interests are not otherwise adequately represented; and that its participation will not broaden the issues in this case.  The Atmos Motion is unopposed.  Atmos has met the requirements for intervention by permission set out in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1401(c).
  By this Order, the ALJ will grant the Atmos Motion.  Atmos is an intervenor and a party in this proceeding.  

On February 1, 2013, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed (in one document) its Notice of Intervention as of Right, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b), and Request for Hearing.  As required by Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1007(a), in that filing 

8. Staff identified the Trial Advocacy (litigation) Staff and the Advisory Staff.  Staff is an intervenor as of right and a party in this proceeding.  

9. On February 4, 2013, Seminole Energy Services, LLC (Seminole), filed its Motion for Leave to Intervene (Seminole Motion).  In that filing, Seminole establishes that this proceeding may substantially affect its pecuniary or tangible interests; that its interests are not otherwise adequately represented; and that its participation will not broaden the issues in this case.  The Seminole Motion is unopposed.  Seminole has met the requirements for intervention by permission set out in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1401(c).  By this Order, the ALJ will grant the Seminole Motion.  Seminole is an intervenor and a party in this proceeding.  

10. On February 5, 2013, the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed (in one document) its Notice of Intervention of Right and Entry of Appearance.  OCC is an intervenor as of right and a party in this proceeding.  

11. Atmos, OCC, Seminole, and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Public Service and the Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

B. Further Suspension of Effective Date of Tariff Sheets.  

12. The Commission has suspended the effective date of the tariffs that accompanied Advice Letter No. 831 - Gas - Amended until June 1, 2013.  By further order, the Commission may suspend for additional time the effective date of the tariff sheets that accompanied the Amended Advice Letter.  

13. By this Order and pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., and Rules 4 CCR 
723-1-1305(c) and 723-1-1305(e), the ALJ will suspend for an additional 90 days (that is until August 30, 2013), the effective date of the tariff sheets that accompanied the Amended Advice Letter.  If the Commission does not establish new rates by that date, the tariff sheets filed with the Amended Advice Letter may become effective.  

C. Evidentiary Hearing and Procedural Schedule.  

14. It is necessary to schedule a hearing date and to establish a procedural schedule in this case.  On March 1, 2013, counsel for the Company informed (by telephone call) the ALJ that the Parties have reached a settlement in this docket.  Counsel also stated that the Parties plan to file this settlement agreement in the very near future.  As a result, the ALJ will schedule neither a prehearing conference nor an evidentiary hearing in this matter until she has had an opportunity to review the settlement agreement and any documents that accompany that filing.  

D. Advisements and Other Matters.  

15. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that they must be familiar with, and abide by, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.
  

16. All Parties are represented by counsel.  The ALJ calls counsel’s attention to the requirement of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1202(e) that  

[e]very pleading of a party represented by an attorney shall be signed by the attorney, and shall state the attorney’s address, telephone number, email address, facsimile number, and attorney registration number.  
(Emphasis supplied.)  The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that filings must comply with this requirement
 and with the other requirements found in Commission rules pertaining to filings made with the Commission.  

17. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that timely filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, then the document is not filed timely with the Commission.  

18. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that the Commission has an 
E-Filings System available.  One may learn about, and may register to use, the E-Filings System at www.dora.colorado.gov\puc.  Use of the E-Filings System is not mandatory.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Trial Advocacy Staff of the Commission is a party in this matter.  

2. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is a party in this matter.  

3. The Motion to Intervene filed by Atmos Energy Corporation is granted.  

4. Atmos Energy Corporation is a party in this matter.  

5. The Motion for Leave to Intervene filed by Seminole Energy Services, LLC, is granted.  

6. Seminole Energy Services, LLC, is a party in this matter.  

7. Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., and Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1305(c) and 723-1-1305(e), the effective date of the tariff sheets that accompanied 
Advice Letter No. 831 - Gas - Amended is suspended for an additional 90 days (that is until August 30, 2013).  

8. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in this Order.  

9. This Order is effective immediately.
