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I. STATEMENT  

1. On January 31, 2013, Fairway Pines Estates Owners Association, Inc., a Colorado Nonprofit Corporation (Fairways) filed a Complaint against Dallas Creek Water Company Inc., a Colorado Corporation (Dallas Creek or Respondent).  That filing commenced this docket.  
2. On February 5, 2013, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) served its Order to Satisfy or Answer on Respondent.  The Commission also set the matter for a hearing to commence on March 25, 2013.

3. On February 6, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and the matter was later assigned to the undersigned ALJ. 

4. On February 25, 2013, Dallas Creek filed their Answer to the complaint.  

5. On March 1, 2013, Dallas Creek filed their Motion to Reschedule Hearing (Motion).  As grounds, counsel for Dallas Creek states that he has a long-planned family trip scheduled during the time the hearing is scheduled to be conducted. Counsel for Dallas Creek also states that Fairview does not object to rescheduling the hearing and the parties request that the hearing be held on April 11, 2013.      

6. The undersigned ALJ conducted informal communications with the parties on March 1, 2013 to inform the parties that the hearing could be held on April 11, 2013, but the undersigned ALJ was unavailable on April 12, 2013 if the hearing lasted beyond one day. The parties advised the undersigned ALJ that they did not believe the hearing would be longer than one day and stated that they were available during the week of April 15, 2013 if necessary.

7. Finding good cause the Motion shall be granted. Since the motion is unopposed and no party shall be prejudiced by its granting, response time shall be waived.

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Dallas Creek Water Company Inc., a Colorado Corporation’s Motion to Reschedule Hearing is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing in this matter scheduled for March 25, 2013 is vacated.
