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I. statement

1. On October 15, 2012, Golden West Shuttle, Inc. (Applicant) filed an application to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire to provide transportation services in call-and-demand shuttle service from Denver International Airport (DIA) to several locations (Application).

2. On October 22, 2012, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire

for the transportation of passengers 
in call-and-demand shuttle service

between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points located within two miles of the following named route:

beginning at the intersection of Peña Boulevard and Interstate 70 in Denver County; thence east along Interstate 70 to its intersection with Colorado Highway 79 at Bennett, Colorado.
RESTRICTIONS:

(1)
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of not less than 7 passengers and not more than 15 passenger, excluding the driver.

3. Intervenors in this matter include 1st ABC Transportation, Inc. and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. 
4. By Interim Decision No. R12-0106-I, a procedural schedule was adopted which, among other things, set an evidentiary hearing in this matter for March 7, 2013.  

5. On March 5, 2013, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. filed a Joint Motion for Continuance (Motion).  The Motion indicates that the parties are in the process of determining whether the Application may be settled through negotiations.  In order to continue settlement negotiations, the parties request that the evidentiary hearing scheduled for March 7, 2013 be continued for sometime during the week of April 8, 2013.
6. On March 6, 2013, Applicant filed a pleading in which it makes an affirmative statement that it waives the 210-day statutory deadline in which the Commission must issue a final Decision in this matter.

7. Based on the parties’ contention that additional time is necessary in which to conduct settlement discussions and on the waiver of the 210-day statutory deadline by Applicant, good cause is found to grant the Motion.  The evidentiary hearing scheduled for March 7, 2013 is vacated and will be rescheduled for April 12, 2013.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion for Continuance filed by SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. on March 4, 2013 is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for March 7, 2013 is vacated.

3. The evidentiary hearing is rescheduled in this matter as follows:
