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I. STATEMENT  
1. On November 19, 2012, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Applicant or Company), filed a verified Application that seeks Commission authorization for continuation of, and for modification of, the Company’s on-site solar programs as described in the filing.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  
2. The following intervened by right or were granted leave to intervene:  Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC); Southeast Colorado Solar Coalition (SCSC or Coalition); Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff); and Western Resource Advocates (WRA).  The Coalition, OCC, Staff, and WRA, collectively, are the Intervenors.  The Applicant and the Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

3. On December 19, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
4. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in Orders previously issued in this case.  The procedural history is set out here as necessary to put this Order in context.  

5. On January 11, 2013, the ALJ issued Decision No. R13-0067-I.  As pertinent here, in that Order the ALJ established the procedural schedule for, and scheduled the evidentiary hearing in, this proceeding.  

6. Pursuant to the procedural schedule, on or before March 22, 2013, the Parties are to file any stipulation or settlement reached.  The evidentiary hearing is scheduled to be held on March 28, 2013 and, if necessary, March 29, 2013.  

7. On March 15, 2013, the Coalition filed an Unopposed Motion to Extend the Settlement Deadline from Friday March 22 to Monday March 25 (Motion).  In support of the Motion, SCSC states that the Parties will discuss settlement on March 20, 2013; that three additional days in which to discuss settlement may prove useful; and that no party objects to the granting of the Motion.  
8. The Motion is unopposed.  No party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion is waived.  By this Order, the ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  
9. The Motion states good cause, and granting the Motion will not affect the hearing date.  The Motion is unopposed, and no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  By this Order, the ALJ will grant the Motion and will modify the procedural schedule as follows:  on or before March 25, 2013, the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement reached.  Except as modified by this Order, Decision No. R13-0067-I will remain in effect.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Extend the Settlement Deadline from Friday March 22 to Monday March 25 filed by the Southeast Colorado Solar Coalition is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R13-0067-I is modified as follows:  on or before March 25, 2013, the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement reached.  

3. Except as modified by this Order, Decision No. R13-0067-I remains in effect.  

4. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Extend the Settlement Deadline from Friday March 22 to Monday March 25 is waived.  

5. The Parties are held to advisements contained in Orders issued in this proceeding.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
