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I. STATEMENT  
1. On November 1, 2012, SourceGas Distribution LLC (SourceGas) and Rocky Mountain Natural Gas LLC (RMNG or Rocky Mountain) filed a verified Joint Application that seeks Commission authorization for each utility to implement a System Safety and Integrity Rider (SSIR) as described in the filing.  That filing commenced this proceeding, which was originally captioned In the Matter of the Joint Application of SourceGas Distribution LLC and Rocky Mountain Natural Gas LLC for an Order Authorizing Them to Put into Effect a System Safety and Integrity Rider.  
2. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened by right.  OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicants and the Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

3. The procedural history of this case is set out in Decision No. R13-0111-I mailed on January 24, 2013.  The procedural history will not be repeated except as necessary to put the present Order in context.  

4. On December 12, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. The Parties filed a Joint Motion to Bifurcate or Separate the Issues in the Joint Application (Joint Motion).  On January 24, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0111-I, the ALJ granted that motion and separated the issues presented in the Joint Application filed November 1, 2012 into two proceedings:  (a) Docket No. 12A-1145G, the instant proceeding, now captioned In the Matter of the Application of SourceGas Distribution LLC for an Order Authorizing It to Put into Effect a System Safety and Integrity Rider (SourceGas SSIR Docket); and (b) Docket 
No. 13A-0046, In the Matter of the Application of Rocky Mountain Natural Gas LLC for an Order Authorizing It to Put into Effect a System Safety and Integrity Rider (RMNG SSIR Docket).  
6. Separating the issues presented in the Joint Application filed November 1, 2012 into two proceedings narrows the scope of this SourceGas SSIR Docket.  

7. With the Joint Application, on November 1, 2012, Applicant filed the direct testimony and exhibits of Messrs. Lewis M. Binswanger and Landon G. Haack in support of the Joint Application.  It is likely that portions of these direct testimonies and exhibits discuss or pertain to issues in the RMNG SSIR Docket that, as a result of separating the proceedings, are no longer the subject of this proceeding.  These portions should be stricken from the direct testimonies and exhibits because they are not relevant to this proceeding.  

8. The ALJ will order Applicant to file, no later than April 19, 2013, the direct testimony and exhibits of Messrs. Binswanger and Haack with the portions that discuss or pertain to the RMNG SSIR Docket that are not relevant to this SourceGas SSIR Docket lined through by strike-outs.  No other changes to the previously-filed direct testimonies and exhibits may be made in the April 19, 2013 filing.  This will maintain continuity with respect to page number and line number references that may appear in discovery requests, discovery responses, and testimony and should reduce the possibility of confusion of the record.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. No later than April 19, 2013, SourceGas Distribution LLC shall file the direct testimony and exhibits of Mr. Lewis M. Binswanger and the direct testimony and exhibits of Mr. Landon G. Haack in a form that complies with ¶ 8, above.  

2. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Orders issued in this case.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
