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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 8, 2013, Vail Beaver Creek Transport Express, Inc.
 (Applicant) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  

2. The Commission gave notice of the Application on February 11, 2013.  As originally noticed, the Application sought the following authority:

For a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand taxi service 
between all points in the County of Eagle, State of Colorado. 
3. On February 13, 2013, Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc. and Snow Limousine, Inc. (Snow) (collectively, Interveners), by and through counsel, timely filed a single Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention with attachments. Interveners have complied with the requirements of Rule 1401 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 to intervene as of right.  

4. The Commission referred this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition by minute entry during the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting held March 21, 2013. On that same day, the Commission deemed the Application complete.  

5. The parties filed their witness list and summary of testimony and exhibit lists in compliance with the schedule set out by the Commission in the notice of application for this matter. In particular, on March 22, 2013, Applicant filed his List of Witnesses and Exhibits, which identified witnesses, summarized witness testimony, included a list of exhibits, and provided the referenced exhibits.

6. On April 1, 2013, Interveners filed a Summary of Witness Testimony and Exhibits (Summary), which identified witnesses, summarized witness testimony, included a list of exhibits, and attached one exhibit thereto.  Another exhibit was filed contemporaneously therewith.  In the Summary, Intervener Snow also listed, “[d]ocuments concerning prior transportation of Applicant’s owner and/or companies with which he was involved” as an exhibit.  The referenced documents were not attached or filed; they were also not identified with specificity. 

7. On April 4, 2013, Applicant filed an Amended Listed of Witnesses and Exhibits.

8. In order to expedite the most efficient consideration of this matter, this matter is hereby scheduled for a Prehearing Conference, as set forth below.  At the Prehearing Conference, the parties should be prepared to:  agree upon a date for the hearing on the merits of this matter, propose a schedule for filing and exchanging any exhibits not already disclosed, and for any amendments or additions to their current witness and exhibit lists.  

9. However, if the parties are able to reach an agreement regarding all of the above items, they may submit a joint or unopposed motion to vacate the hearing which shall include the agreed-upon schedule.  In order to vacate the hearing, this filing must be submitted no later than 48 hours prior to the scheduled Prehearing Conference.  

10. Current available dates for the hearing on the merits are: May 7, 10, 14 (afternoon only), 21 (afternoon only), 28 (afternoon only), 30, and 31, 2013.  

11. A procedural order will be entered regarding the above matters.  The parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  The parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  

12. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 CCR 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.colorado.gov/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

13. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

2. The parties may appear through counsel at the above date, time, and location.

3. If the parties are able to agree upon the matters identified herein, they may submit a join or unopposed motion to vacate which shall include:  an agreed upon schedule for filing and exchanging all exhibits, any amendments or additions to their current witness and exhibit lists, and a date for the hearing on the merits.  In order to avoid appearing at the Prehearing Conference, the parties must file their unopposed or join motion to vacate at least 48 hours prior to the date and time of the Prehearing Conference. 

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
