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I. statement

1. CoY Club LLC, doing business as Denver Bar Cart (Applicant), initiated the captioned proceeding on February 19, 2013, by filing an application seeking authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  

2. On February 25, 2013, the Commission provided public notice of the application by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand shuttle service 

between all points in the following area:  Beginning at the intersection of 15th Street and Little Raven Street, Denver, Colorado, thence proceeding northeast on Little Raven to its intersection with 20th Street, thence proceeding southeast on 20th Street to its intersection with Wewatta Street, thence proceeding northeast on Wewatta Street to its intersection with 22nd Street, thence proceeding southeast on 22nd Street to its intersection with Broadway, thence proceeding south on Broadway to its intersection with Colfax Avenue, thence proceeding west on West Colfax Avenue to its intersection with 5th Street, thence proceeding northwest on 5th Street to its intersection with Auraria Parkway, thence proceeding northeast on Auraria Parkway to its intersection with Chopper Circle, thence proceeding northeast on Chopper Circle/Wewatta Street to its intersection with 15th Street, thence proceeding northwest on 15th Street to the point of the beginning.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted:
(1)
against operating on streets with posted speed limit signs over 35 miles per hour, and 

(2)
to LSV and NEV certified vehicles.

3. On March 15, 2013, MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi) filed their Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel.  This filing attached Commission authority No. 1481 held by Metro Taxi and a preliminary list of witnesses and exhibits.

4. On March 27, 2013, Colorado Cruisers, doing business as Colorado Crewz-In (Cruisers) filed their Notice of Intervention. This filing attached Commission Authority No. 55825 held by Cruisers.

5. On March 27, 2013, Colorado Cab Company doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) filed their Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel.  This filing attached Commission Authority No. 2378 held by Colorado Cab.

6. On April 3, 2013, the Commission deemed the application complete and it was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition and then assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

7. On April 4 and 5, 2013, the Applicant filed its Objection to and Request of Motion to Dismiss the interventions of Metro Taxi, Colorado Cab, and Cruisers.

8. By Interim Order No. R13-0410-I, issued on April 9, 2013, the motions of the Applicant were denied; the interventions of Metro Taxi, Colorado Cab, and Cruisers were granted; and Applicant and Cruisers were ordered to make filings concerning representation by April 22, 2013 and a prehearing conference was scheduled for April 30, 2013. 

9. On April 10, 2013, Intervenor Metro Taxi filed their Unopposed Motion to Change the Prehearing Conference Date (Motion).  As grounds for the Motion, counsel for Metro Taxi states that she has a scheduling conflict due to jury duty set for the same day. The Motion is unopposed and through discussions with the other parties, Metro Taxi suggests the following dates for the rescheduling of the prehearing conference: April 24, 26, or 29, 2013.    

10. Good cause having been shown the Motion shall be granted and the prehearing conference rescheduled. Applicant and Cruisers are still required to make a filing concerning representation on or before April 22, 2013, as ordered in Interim Order No. R13-0410-I.

11. Although not requested, since the Motion is unopposed the undersigned ALJ shall, sua sponte, waive response time.

12. The prehearing conference in this matter will be rescheduled as ordered below. 
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi’s Unopposed Motion to Change the Prehearing Conference Date is granted.

2. Response time is waived.

3. The prehearing conference is rescheduled in this matter as follows:

5. Alternatively, in the event Applicant, CoY Club LLC, doing business as Denver Bar Cart, or Intervenor Colorado Cruisers, doing business as Colorado Crewz-In, elects to retain an attorney, such attorney shall enter an appearance in this proceeding on or before April 22, 2013.

6. This Order shall be effective immediately.
