 LINK Excel.Sheet.8 "\\\\rio\\Division\\PUC\\ALJ\\Form Inputs.xls" "210 Timeline NO rebuttal!R31C5" \a \t  (Union Pacific) filed its Application for an order authorizing the closure and abolition of the existing highway-railroad at-grade crossing at Grape Street between Smith Road and E. 39th Avenue in the City and County of Denver, Colorado where a Union Pacific industrial lead track and a Union Pacific spur track currently cross Grape Street at Mile Post 635.8.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held 
April 10, 2013

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on 
February 27, 2013.  

3. The Regional Transportation District (RTD), the City and County of Denver (Denver), and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right.  RTD does not oppose or contest the granting of the Application.  Thus, its interests most align with Union Pacific.  Denver first states that it does not oppose or contest the application, but they condition the statement upon Union Pacific obtaining all necessary Denver Right-of-Way construction permits prior to starting work, reconstructing Denver’s Right-of-Way pursuant to Denver standards and details at its cost, and installs sidewalk on the east side of the crossing to match the existing sidewalk both north and south of the crossing.  In Staff’s intervention, Staff has also identified an issue as to whether sidewalk installation should be provided for upon removal of the tracks and repaving of the road surface.

4. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  

5. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of evidence near the end of the hearing).  

6. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.colorado.go/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

7. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.
