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I. statement  

1. On March 6, 2013, Telrite Corporation, doing business as Life Wireless (Applicant), filed a verified Application for Limited Designation as a Non-Rural Eligible Telecommunications Carrier (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On March 7, 2013, the Commission gave notice of the Application; established an intervention period, which has expired; and established a procedural schedule.  This Order will vacate that procedural schedule.
3. On April 8, 2013, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) timely filed its Notice of Intervention of Right, Entry of Appearance and Request for Hearing in this proceeding.  In this filing, the OCC does not state that it opposes or contests the Application.  The OCC does identify specific issues and areas that it apparently intends to address in this proceeding.  The identified issues and areas are sufficient to warrant a hearing in this matter.  

4. On April 16, 2013, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b), and Request for Hearing.  In this filing, Staff does not state that it opposes or contests the Application.  Staff does identify specific issues and areas that it apparently intends to address in this matter.  The identified issues and areas are sufficient to merit a hearing

5. The intervention period has expired.  Review of the Commission file in this docket reveals that no other person has filed an intervention of right or a motion for leave to intervene.  

6. The OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

7. On April 17, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and it was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  

8. Applicant did not file its direct testimony and exhibits at the time it filed the Application.  By Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of April 17, 2013.  Accordingly and pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., absent an enlargement of time by the Commission
 or Applicant's waiver of the statutory provision, a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before 210 days from that date (i.e., November 13, 2013).  

9. It is necessary to schedule a hearing, to establish a procedural schedule, and to discuss discovery and other matters.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on May 3, 2013.  

10. The Parties must be prepared to discuss the following:  (a) the date by which Applicant will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) the date by which each intervenor will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) the date by which Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) the date by which each intervenor will file its cross-answer testimony and exhibits;
 (e) the date by which each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (f) the date by which each party will file its prehearing motions;
 (g) the date for a final prehearing conference, if one is necessary; (h) the date by which the Parties will file any stipulation reached;
 (i) the hearing dates; and (j) the date by which each party will file its 
post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

11. In considering a procedural schedule and hearing dates, and assuming the Applicant does not waive § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., one must take into consideration the date by which a Commission decision on the Application should issue (i.e., November 13, 2013).  In addition, one must consider the ALJ's schedule and must allow adequate time for post-hearing statements of position, a recommended decision, exceptions to the recommended decision, response to exceptions, and a Commission decision on exceptions.  Taking these elements into consideration, the hearing must be concluded no later than July 19, 2013.  

12. The Parties must be prepared to discuss any matter pertaining to discovery if the procedures and timeframes contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure are not sufficient.  

13. A party may raise any additional issue.  

14. The undersigned ALJ expects the Parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates, including hearing dates for the procedural schedule.  The Parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the listed matters and are encouraged to present, if possible, a procedural schedule and hearing dates that are acceptable to all Parties.  

15. If the Parties reach agreement on a procedural schedule prior to the prehearing conference, they may file the proposed procedural schedule and a motion to vacate the prehearing conference. 

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is a party in this proceeding.  

2. Staff of the Commission is a party in this proceeding.  

3. The procedural schedule established in the Notice of Application Filed dated March 7, 2013 is vacated.  

4. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:
