I. STATEMENT  
1. On February 4, 2013, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint to Appear No. 105513 (CPAN) on Nicole Taylor, doing business as Absolute Towing (Respondent).  Service was by certified mail, return receipt requested.  The CPAN commenced this proceeding.  
2. On March 11, 2013, counsel for testimonial (litigation) Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered his appearance in this matter.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1007(a),
 Staff counsel identified the litigation Staff and the advisory Staff in this proceeding.  

3. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  
4. On March 13, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
5. The CPAN stated that, if she chose to do so, Respondent could pay one-half of the maximum assessment stated in the CPAN within ten days from the date of service.  If made, the payment would constitute Respondent’s admission of liability and would resolve this matter.  

6. Respondent did not make the payment.  As a consequence, the ALJ deemed the CPAN to be contested.  

7. On April 8, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0408-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter for May 15, 2013 and established filing dates and requirements.  

8. On April 22, 2013, the Parties filed a Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and to Waive Response Time.   A Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation) accompanied that filing.  

9. The ALJ has reviewed the Stipulation and has determined that she has no questions for the Parties and, thus, that an evidentiary hearing is not necessary in this matter.  In addition, in view of the filing of the Stipulation, the ALJ finds that the filings ordered in Decision No. R13-0408-I are unnecessary.  By this Order, the ALJ will vacate the May 15, 2013 evidentiary hearing and will vacate the filings ordered in Decision No. R13-0408-I.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The evidentiary hearing in this docket scheduled for May 15, 2013 is vacated.  
2. The filing dates and requirements ordered in Decision No. R13-0408-I are vacated.  

3. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Orders issued in this proceeding.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
