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I. STATEMENT  
1. On February 12, 2013, Dorakay Transportation, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On February 25, 2013, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed in this proceeding. 

3. On February 26, 2013, Kids Wheels LLC (Kids Wheels) filed an Intervention.  Kids Wheels opposes the Application and is not represented by legal counsel in this proceeding.  
4. On March 27, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC (Colorado Cab), doing business as, Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab and Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock), (collectively, Intervenors) timely intervened of right through counsel. This filing attached Commission Authority Nos. 2378 and 150 held by Colorado Cab, and Commission Authority No. 13043 held by Shamrock.

5. On April 3, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

6. By Decision No. R13-0405-I issued April 8, 2013, a prehearing conference was scheduled for April 30, 2013.  The Applicant and Kids Wheels were also ordered to make additional filings by April 22, 2013. 

7. On April 17, 2013, the Applicant made an additional filing and requested permission to proceed in the above captioned docket pro se.

8. As of the date of this Order Kids Wheels has not made the required filings. 

9. At the designated time and place the Applicant and Intervenors Colorado Cab and Shamrock appeared for the prehearing conference; Kids Wheels failed to appear. Due to Kids Wheels’ failure to make the required filings by April 22, 2013 and failure to appear for the prehearing conference, Kids Wheels’ intervention filed on February 26, 2013 shall be denied.

10. The parties in the above captioned case are the Applicant, Colorado Cab, and Shamrock.

11. During the pre-hearing conference, the parties agreed to a procedural schedule as follows:

May 14, 2013

Intervenors’ Witness and Exhibit List due date
May 28, 2013

Evidentiary Hearing on Application
June 11, 2013

12. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  

13. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of evidence near the end of the hearing).  

14. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website and in hard copy from the Commission.

A. It Is Ordered That:
