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I. statement
1. Pursuant to Decision No. C13-0212, issued on February 13, 2013, the telecommunications carriers subject to Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2006 were ordered to file their respective annual reports on or before April 30, 2013.  By the same decision, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition of all motions and pleadings.

2. The Commission specified that an extension of the filing deadline could be granted to any carrier that demonstrated to the ALJ good cause for such an extension.  
3. On April 26, 2013, the ALJ granted 11 motions requesting an extension of time to file the annual report required by 4 CCR 723-2-2006.  Decision No. C13-0492-I.  

4. The ALJ’s Decision No. R13-0492-I noted that as of the date of that order, Network Innovations, Inc. (Network Innovations), had not filed a motion requesting an extension of time.
   However, in fact, Network Innovations did paper-file a “Motion of Extension of Time to File Annual Reports” (Motion for Extension), on April 19, 2013.  Due to a clerical error, this paper-filing was not placed in the record until May 1, 2013. 

5. The basis for Network Innovations’ Motion for Extension is that the process of gathering information for the report was taking more time than anticipated.  The Motion seeks an extension through and including May 30, 2013.

6. On April 30, 2013, Victory Telecom, Inc. and Union Telephone Company filed each a “Motion of Extension of Time to File Annual Reports,” (Motions). The basis for each of the Motions is that the process of gathering information for the report was taking more time than anticipated.  The Motions seek an extension through and including May 30, 2013.

7. As this is not a contested docket, the ALJ will waive the response time typically applicable to motions before the Commission pursuant to Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1-1400.  By waiving response time, the affected carriers will have the benefit of knowing the disposition of their motions as soon as possible.

8. The ALJ finds that the three carriers listed above have demonstrated good cause for their respective requests for additional time to comply with the annual report filing requirement.  The ALJ will extend the filing deadline for these carriers up to and including May 30, 2013.  
9. However, the extension granted does not extend or otherwise impact the April 30, 2013 deadline to file a copy of the Colorado Department of Revenue Form DR 0525.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The response time to the Motions of Extension of Time to File Annual Reports (Motions for Extension) referenced above is waived.

2. The Motions for Extension filed by Network Innovations, Inc.; Victory Telecom, Inc.; and Union Telephone Company on the dates listed above are granted. 

3. Each of the telecommunications carriers listed in Ordering Paragraph No. 2 shall file their respective annual reports on or before May 30, 2013.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
