I. STATEMENT  

1. On April 10, 2013, The Goddard School (Complainant) filed a Complaint.  That filing commenced this docket. 
2. In its filing, Complainant listed Patrick Sautter as the Respondent.  Mr. Sautter is the owner of The Goddard School.    

3. On April 22, 2013, the Commission served an Order to Satisfy or Answer in the above captioned docket to Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent), although the named Respondent in the Order to Satisfy or Answer was Xcel Energy
. See Order to Satisfy or Answer and Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing. 

4. The Respondent’s Answer was due to be filed by May 13, 2013. As of the date of this Order, an Answer has not been filed.

5. Because the Complaint and the Order to Satisfy or Answer did not list the proper Respondent, a full copy of the Commission’s Order to Satisfy or Answer (i.e., including the Complaint) is attached hereto as Appendix A.

6. The Commission scheduled the hearing in this matter for June 3, 2013.

7. All procedural deadlines that are dependent upon the date of service of the Complaint, the Order to Satisfy or Answer, or the Notice and Order Setting Hearing, shall be modified to commence running from the date of this Order, rather than the date of the original respective documents.  By way of illustration, Public Service has 20 days from the date of service of this Order to Satisfy or Answer, rather than from the date of the original order.

8. The scheduled hearing will be vacated and later rescheduled by separate order.
II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent) is named as the Respondent in Docket No. 13F-0327EG.

2. Commission administrative personnel shall amend the Commission’s records to reflect that Public Service Company of Colorado is the Respondent in Docket No. 13F-0327EG.  

3. Commission administrative personnel shall amend the Commission’s records to reflect that the caption for Docket No. 13F-0327EG is changed as set out above in this Order

4. In order to cure procedural deficiencies, and to allow Public Service an opportunity to Answer or Satisfy the Complaint, this Decision, including the attached Appendix A, will be served upon Respondent.  

5. The hearing scheduled in this matter to commence on June 3, 2013, is vacated.

6. Public Service is ordered to satisfy or answer in accordance with the Order to Satisfy or Answer attached hereto as Appendix A, within 20 days of the date of this Order.

7. All procedural deadlines that are dependent upon the date of service of the Complaint, the Order to Satisfy or Answer, or the Notice and Order Setting Hearing, shall be modified to commence from the date of this Order, rather than the date of the original mailing

8. This Order is effective immediately.
