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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
1. By Decision No. R13-0545-I, on May 9, 2013, the administrative law judge (ALJ) scheduled this matter for a Prehearing Conference for May 30, 2013 at 10:00 a.m.  

2. On May 13, 2013 Arrow Express LLC, (Applicant), filed a Motion to Reschedule Prehearing Conference (Motion).  The Motion states that the owner of Arrow Express LLC, Tatyana Melomed, will be out of the country at the time scheduled for the Prehearing Conference and will not return until the second week of June 2013.
  The Motion requests that the Prehearing Conference be rescheduled for the week of June 24, 2013.  The Motion also indicates that Applicant conferred with counsel for Interveners, Colorado Cab Company LLC and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC, (Interveners) and that Interveners does not object to rescheduling the hearing to the week of June 24, 2013. 

3. Given Applicant’s statement that Interveners do not object to the relief requested in Applicant’s Motion, the ALJ finds good cause to waive the response time to the Motion pursuant to  Rule 1400 of the Commissions’ Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1. 

4. However, rather than reschedule the Prehearing Conference, the ALJ will address the issues to be resolved at the Prehearing Conference and will vacate the Prehearing Conference.  

5. The ALJ will order Applicant to file and serve its final witness list, exhibit list, and exhibits on or by July 8, 2013.  

6. The ALJ will order Interveners to file and serve their final witness list, exhibit list, and exhibits on or by July 15, 2013.  

7. At a minimum, witness lists shall include a description of the anticipated testimony of each witness, the amount of time anticipated for each witness’s testimony, and the last known address and telephone number of each witness. 

8. The ALJ will schedule the hearing on the Application. 
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Prehearing Conference scheduled for May 30, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. is hereby vacated.
2. By 5:00 p.m. on July 8, 2013, Arrow Express LLC, shall file and serve on all parties:  its final witness list, exhibit list, and exhibits. 
3. By 5:00 p.m. on July 15, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC shall file and serve on all parties:  their final witness list, exhibit list and exhibits. 
4. Witness lists shall include a description of the anticipated testimony of each witness, the amount of time anticipated for each witness’s testimony, and the last known address and telephone number of each witness.
