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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, and CONCLUSIONS 

1. On May 9, 2013, the administrative law judge (ALJ) ordered AGS Motors LLC, doing business as AGS Transportation LLC (Applicant) to either obtain counsel, or show cause why Rule 1201(a), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, does not require it to be represented by an attorney in this matter.  Decision No. R13-0547-I.  Applicant was ordered to have its counsel file an entry of appearance or to make a show cause filing by May 20, 2013.  Id.  Applicant did not meet this deadline. Instead, on May 29, 2013, Applicant made a filing that sought additional time to obtain counsel.
 

2. By Decision No. R13-0546-I, the ALJ scheduled this matter for a Prehearing Conference for May 30, 2013 at 2:00 p.m.  Applicant appeared at the hearing without counsel.  Colorado Cab Company, LLC; Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC; and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc. appeared at the hearing through counsel.  

3. At the hearing, the parties agreed to the below hearing date and procedural schedule.  The ALJ will order the agreed upon schedule. 

4. At the same hearing, Applicant stated that he had difficulty understanding what was required of him by Decision No. R13-0547-I, and had difficulty hiring an attorney.  The ALJ explained the requirements of Decision No. R13-0547-I, and the resulting expectations on Applicant.  Applicant sought additional time to comply with Decision No. R13-0547-I.  To that end, Applicant voluntarily and knowingly waived the 210-day deadline for the issuance of a Commission decision pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S.  The ALJ will grant Applicant additional time to comply with Decision No. R13-0547-I.   However, Applicant is advised that failure to meet the new deadline to comply with Decision No. R13-0547-I shall result in dismissal of its Application for a Permit to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire without prejudice.
5. The parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the below Order.  The parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the below Order.

6. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of evidence near the end of the hearing).  

7. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (http://www.dora.colorado.gov/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

8. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. AGS Motors LLC, doing business as AGS Transportation LLC (Applicant) shall comply with Decision No. R13-0547-I, by either having counsel enter an appearance on its behalf, or make a show cause filing that complies with Decision No. R13-0547, on or before 5:00 p.m. on June 13, 2013.   

2. Applicant’s voluntary waiver pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S., of the 210-day deadline for the Commission’s decision is acknowledged. 

3. On or by 5:00 p.m. on July 11, 2013, Applicant shall file and serve on all parties: its final witness and exhibit list and exhibits.    

4. On or by 5:00 p.m. on July 25, 2013, Interveners shall file and serve on all parties: its final witness and exhibit list and exhibits.    

5. Witness lists shall include a brief description of the anticipated testimony of each witness, and the last known telephone number and address for each witness.
