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I. statement  

1. On March 6, 2013, Telrite Corporation, doing business as Life Wireless (Applicant), filed a verified Application for Limited Designation as a Non-Rural Eligible Telecommunications Carrier (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On March 7, 2013, the Commission gave notice of the Application.

3. On April 8, 2013, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel timely filed its Notice of Intervention of Right, Entry of Appearance and Request for Hearing in this proceeding.  

4. April 16, 2013, Staff of the Commission timely filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b), and Request for Hearing.  
5. On April 17, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
6. By Decision No. R13-0464-I issued April 19, 2013, a prehearing conference was scheduled for May 3, 2013, to set a procedural schedule in the above captioned docket.  The parties were also advised that the prehearing conference would be vacated if an agreed upon procedural schedule was provided to the undersigned ALJ prior to the scheduled prehearing conference.

7. On May 1, 2013, the parties informally notified the undersigned ALJ that they had agreed upon a procedural schedule and requested that the scheduled prehearing conference be vacated. 

8. The parties agreed to the following procedural schedule:

Direct Testimony:
May 15, 2013

Answer Testimony:
June 5, 2013

Rebuttal/Cross Answer Testimony
June 26, 2013

Prehearing Motion/Stipulation Deadline
July 9, 2013
Prehearing Conference
July 22, 2013

Evidentiary Hearing
July 22, 2013

Post-Hearing Statements of Position
July 31, 2013

9. On June 4, 2013, Applicant filed its Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and Waiver of Response Time (Motion). 

10. As grounds, Applicant states that the parties are engaged in ongoing negotiations towards a resolution of all issues in the above captioned docket and believe that an amendment to the procedural schedule will allow the parties to focus on a settlement.  The revised procedural schedule would place the evidentiary hearing on August 5, 2013 and make post hearing statements due on August 15, 2013. 

11. Applicant indicates that the parties remain hopeful that settlement negotiations will remain fruitful, but in the event they should not, the parties will make the appropriate filing to accommodate or waive statutory timeframes for a decision.

12. While the Applicant states that appropriate filings or a waiver of statutory timeframes shall be made in the event the settlement negotiations are unsuccessful, the Applicant fails to make these filings or waiver contemporaneously with the Motion.
13. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., absent an enlargement of time by the Commission or Applicant's waiver of the statutory provision, a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before 210 days from that date the Application is deemed complete.  
14. While the undersigned ALJ would like to encourage the settlement of the issues in the above captioned docket, it is not acceptable to allow a procedural schedule that will not provide sufficient time for a Commission decision to be issued within the 210-day time frame. 
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Telrite Corporation, doing business as Life Wireless’ Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule is denied.

2. Response Time is waived.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
