I. STATEMENT  
1. On April 2, 2013, Prospect Mountain Water Company, Inc. (Company or Applicant), filed a verified Application.  The Application commenced this proceeding.  
2. Accompanying the Application were:  (a) Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Frank Huffman;
 and (b) Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Robert Lawrence.
  On May 23, 2013, Applicant filed redlined versions of these testimonies.  
3. On April 24, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this docket to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The following intervened as of right in this proceeding:  David and Judy Britton, Paula Burr, Austin and Nancy Condon, Kenneth and Kathleen Lindeman, and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff).  The Brittons, Ms. Burr, the Condons, the Lindemans, and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and the Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. The procedural history of this docket is set out in previous Orders and is repeated here as necessary to put this Order in context.  
6. On May 14, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0565-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule in this docket.  
7. On May 31, 2013, Applicant filed, in one document, a Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Direct Testimony of Prospect Mountain Water Company [Motion to File] and Motion for Shortened Response Time [Motion to Shorten].  The Motion to File seeks leave to file the Supplemental Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Robert Lawrence.  The supplemental testimony and exhibits were e-filed on June 3, 2013.  

8. As good cause for granting the Motion to Shorten, Applicant states that Intervenors are to file their answer testimony and exhibits on June 25, 2013 and, as a result, whether the Motion to File should be decided in time for Intervenors to respond to the supplemental testimony in their answer testimony, if the Motion to File is granted.  The ALJ finds that the Motion to Shorten states good cause and that no party will be prejudiced if that motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion to Shorten and will shorten, to June 6, 2013 at 3:00 p.m., response time to the Motion to File.
  

9. As good cause for granting the Motion to File, Applicant states that the Supplemental Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Robert Lawrence address “the history behind the Company’s decision to purchase the water treatment plant and the evolution of the Company’s water supply to now be connected to the integrated water system of the Town of Estes Park, Colorado” and the history of the development of the Company’s rate structure (Motion to File at ¶ 9); that this proceeding is in a relatively early stage; that the Intervenors generally are familiar with the largely historical information contained in the Supplemental Direct Testimony and Exhibits; and that the information will provide the Commission with additional context for the relief sought in the Application.  Applicant states that providing the information in direct testimony allows Intervenors to address the information in answer testimony.  
10. No Intervenor filed a response to the Motion to File.  Thus, the Motion to File is unopposed.  

11. The ALJ finds that the Motion to File states good cause and that no party will be prejudiced if that motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion to File and will permit Applicant to file the Supplemental Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Robert Lawrence.  

12. As no Intervenor requested a modification to the procedural schedule, granting the Motion to File does not affect the established procedural schedule.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Direct Testimony is granted.  

2. Prospect Mountain Water Company, Inc., is granted leave to file the Supplemental Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Robert Lawrence.  

3. The Motion for Shortened Response Time is granted.  

4. Response time to the Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Direct Testimony is shortened to 3:00 p.m. on June 6, 2013.  

5. Granting the Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Direct Testimony does not modify the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R13-0565-I.  
6. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Orders in this docket.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
