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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. By Decision No. R13-0640-I issued May 29, 2013, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) ordered Hot Sports Company, doing business as Charter Sports Inc. (Applicant), to have counsel enter an appearance on their behalf or show cause why it may proceed without counsel in this matter by June 10, 2013.  

2. In compliance with Decision No. R13-0640-I, on June 4, 2013, Applicant made a filing showing cause why it should be permitted to be represented by a non-attorney in this matter. 

3. The ALJ finds that Applicant’s show cause filing meets the requirements of Rule 1201(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 and § 13-1-127(2), C.R.S.  The filing indicates that Scott Fulton, Dave Morrison, and Jack Schwartz have authority to represent the Applicant in this matter.  The ALJ construes this as a designation that all three named persons are Applicant’s representatives in this action. 

4. The ALJ finds that Applicant has provided satisfactory evidence that Scott Fulton, Dave Morrison, and Jack Schwartz are authorized by Applicant to represent it in this proceeding.  Accordingly, the ALJ will Order that Applicant is permitted to be represented by a non-attorneys, that is, Scott Fulton, Dave Morrison, and Jack Schwartz.  

5. Applicant is advised and on notice, that its representatives will be bound by the same procedural and evidentiary rules as attorneys. Negron v. Golder, 111 P.3d 538, 541 (Colo. App. 2004); Loomis v. Seely, 677 P.2d 400, 402 (Colo. App. 1983).   
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered that:
1. Applicant may be represented by Scott Fulton, Dave Morrison, and Jack Schwartz in this proceeding. 

2. The Parties shall be held to all advisements in this Order.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
