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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
April 29, 2013, Megerssa Befadu Adeba, doing business as Shalom Transportation (Applicant), filed an Application for a Permit to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application). 

2. On May 22, 2013, MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi, Taxis Fiesta, or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi), filed a motion seeking to intervene as of right or, alternatively, to permissively intervene. Metro Taxi opposes the authority Applicant seeks here. 

3. On June 4, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc.; and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC, filed a motion seeking to intervene as of right, or alternatively, to permissively intervene. 

4. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held 
June 12, 2013, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition. Notice of the Application was given on May 6, 2013.

5. In anticipation of the hearing on the Application, the undersigned ALJ scheduled the matter for a prehearing conference for June 27, 2013 at 9:30 a.m. in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.   
6. On June 17, 2013, Metro Taxi filed an “Unopposed Motion to Reschedule the Prehearing Conference Date” (Motion).  The Motion indicates that Metro Taxi’s counsel will be out of the office on the current date scheduled for the prehearing conference.  Metro Taxi conferred with all parties and none oppose vacating the June 27th prehearing conference.  According to the Motion, the parties are all available on June 21, 2013, for a prehearing conference. 

7. As the Motion is unopposed, the ALJ will waive the response time to the Motion provided by Rule 1400, 4 CCR 723-1.  Good cause having been shown, the ALJ will grant the Motion. The June 27, 2013 Prehearing Conference will be vacated and a new Prehearing Conference will be scheduled for June 21, 2013, per the parties’ stated preference. 
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The prehearing conference scheduled in this matter for June 27, 2013 at 9:30 a.m. is vacated.
