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I. STATEMENT  
1. On April 19, 2013, Thrive Community Options, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On April 22, 2013, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice as follows:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers

between all points in the Counties of Arapahoe, Adams, Denver, Douglas and Jefferson,  State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted:

(A)
to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid; and

(B)
to providing non-medical transportation (NMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street; Denver, Colorado 80203;

3. On April 30, 2013, Kids Wheels LLC (Kids Wheels) filed an Intervention.   The filing did not contain a copy of the Commission Authority held by Kids Wheels. 
4. On May 22, 2013, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi) filed their Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel.  This filing attached Commission Authority No. 1481 held by Metro Taxi and a preliminary list of witnesses and exhibits

5. On May 22, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC (Colorado Cab), doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Colorado Springs Transportation LLC (Springs), timely intervened of right through counsel. This filing attached Commission Authority Nos. 2378 and 150 held by Colorado Cab, and Commission Authority No. 109 held by Springs.

6. On May 29, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
7. By Interim Order No. R13-0682-I, issued on June 6, 2013, the interventions of Metro Taxi and Colorado Cab and were granted; Kids Wheels was ordered to supplement its intervention by June 14, 2013; Applicant and Kids Wheels were ordered to make filings concerning representation by June 21, 2013; and a prehearing conference was scheduled for June 26, 2013. 

8. On June 11, 2013, Intervenor Metro Taxi filed its Motion to Reschedule the Prehearing Conference Date.

9. By Interim Order No. R13-0698-I, issued June 11, 2013, the prehearing conference was rescheduled for June 19, 2013.

10. On June 13, 2013, counsel for the Applicant filed his Entry of Appearance.

11. At the designated time and place the Applicant and Intervenors Metro Taxi, Colorado Cab, and Springs appeared for the prehearing conference; Kids Wheels failed to appear. 

12. During the pre-hearing conference, the parties agreed to a procedural schedule as follows:

Evidentiary Hearing on Application
August 7, 2013

13. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  

14. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of evidence near the end of the hearing).  

15. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website and in hard copy from the Commission
