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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
1. By Decision No. R13-0556-I issued May 10, 2013, the administrative law judge scheduled this matter for a hearing on the merits of Sunrise Medical Transportation, LLC’s (Sunrise Medical) Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle (Application) for June 27, 2013 at 10:00 a.m.

2. On June 24, 2013, Intervener, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab filed “Sunrise Medical Transportation LLC and Colorado Cab Company LLC’s Stipulation, Motion for Approval of Restrictive Amendments, Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions and Request for Waiver of response Time” (Stipulation).  The Stipulation proposes a resolution to this matter.
3. Nevertheless, the hearing scheduled for June 27, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. will take place.  However, rather than being a hearing on the merits of the Application, it will be a hearing on the Stipulation proposed by the parties.  

4. At the hearing, Sunrise Medical should be prepared to clarify the nature of the authority it seeks.  The parties should refer to Sunrise Medical’s March 1, 2013 filing.  It appears to seek an amendment to the Application to include (at minimum), transportation of passengers for non-emergent medical transportation (NEMT).  The Application, as originally noticed, does not seek this type of authority.  The Stipulation does not seek authority to provide NEMT transportation. The Stipulation also does not appear to address other matters raised in the March 1, 2013 filing.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered that:
1. The hearing scheduled for June 27, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. will be a hearing on “Sunrise Medical Transportation LLC and Colorado Cab Company LLC’s Stipulation, Motion for Approval of Restrictive Amendments, Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions and Request for Waiver of Response Time.”

2. The June 27, 2013 hearing will not be an evidentiary hearing on the merits of Sunrise Medical Transportation LLC’s Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
