I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
1. In compliance with Decision No. R13-0656-I, on June 10, 2013, Gateway Transportation, LLC (Applicant) made a filing showing cause why it should be permitted to be represented by a non-attorney in this matter.  

2. At the Prehearing Conference on June 25, 2013, Applicant appeared through its sole owner and officer, Mr. Japhet Nwairo.  Mr. Nwairo clarified statements in the show cause filing made by Applicant.  In particular, Mr. Nwairo clarified that it is Applicant’s position that less than $10,000 are at issue in this proceeding, that he is the sole owner and officer of Applicant, and that he is authorized to act on Applicant’s behalf.  

3. Based on the above, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds that Applicant may be represented by a non-attorney because he has satisfied the requirements of Rule 1201(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 and 
§ 13-1-127(2), C.R.S. 

4. Applicant has designated Mr. Nwairo to represent it in this matter.  The ALJ finds that Applicant has provided satisfactory evidence that the designated individual is authorized by Applicant to represent it in this proceeding.  Accordingly, the ALJ will order that Applicant is permitted to be represented by a non-attorney, that is, Mr. Japhet Nwairo.

5. Applicant is advised and on notice, that its representative will be bound by the same procedural and evidentiary rules as attorneys.  Negron v. Golder, 111 P.3d 538, 541 (Colo. App. 2004); Loomis v. Seely, 677 P.2d 400, 402 (Colo. App. 1983).   
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered that:
1. Applicant Gateway Transportation, LLC may be represented by 
Mr. Japhet Nwairo in this proceeding. 

2. Applicant shall be held to all advisements in this Order.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
