I. STATEMENT  
1. On June 13, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 839-Gas.  Proposed revised tariff sheets containing the terms and conditions of the Company’s service lateral extension and distribution main extension policy (extension policy) for natural gas service accompanied that Advice Letter.  The filing commenced this proceeding.  
2. On July 12, 2013, by Decision No. C13-0857, the Commission set the proposed tariffs for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  That interim decision suspended the effective date of the proposed tariffs until November 11, 2013.
  That interim decision also established an intervention period that will expire on August 12, 2013.
  

3. Proceeding No. 13AL-0685G has been assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  

4. On June 13, 2013, the Company filed the Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Scott B. Brockett and the Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Ted L. Niemi.  These testimonies and exhibits support both the proposed tariffs that accompanied Advice Letter No. 839-Gas (the subject of the instant proceeding) and the proposed tariffs that accompanied Advice Letter No. 1641-Electric (the subject of Proceeding No. 13AL-0695E
).  
5. The only testimonies and exhibits that are relevant to this proceeding are those that pertain to the proposed changes to the extension policy for natural gas service.  It is necessary, therefore, to separate the filed direct testimonies and exhibits and to do so as soon as practicable so that intervening parties will focus on the testimony and exhibits that pertain to only this proceeding.  

6. By this interim decision, the ALJ will order Public Service to file, no later than July 31, 2013, revised Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Scott B. Brockett and revised Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Ted L. Niemi.  These filings will contain only testimony and exhibits relevant to the extension policy for natural gas service.  When filed, the revised direct testimonies and exhibits will supersede (i.e., replace in their entirety) the direct testimonies and exhibits filed in this proceeding on June 13, 2013.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Consistent with the discussion above, no later than July 31, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado shall file revised Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Scott B. Brockett.  When made, the filing shall supersede the Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Scott B. Brockett filed on June 13, 2013.  

2. Consistent with the discussion above, no later than July 31, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado shall file revised Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Ted L. Niemi.  When made, the filing shall supersede the Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Ted L. Niemi filed on June 13, 2013.  

3. This interim decision is effective immediately.
