I. STATEMENT and findings

1. By Decision No. R13-0647-I issued May 31, 2013, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled this matter for a hearing on the merits of the Application in this matter for July 19, 2013 at 9:30 a.m.  The same decision also established disclosure deadlines.  

2. On July 18, 2013, Mr. Suliman, doing business as Comfy Transit (Applicant), and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Intervener), (collectively, the parties), through counsel, filed a “Joint Motion for a Continuance and Notice of Waiver of the Statutory Deadlines” (Motion). If given more time, the parties believe they may resolve this matter, thus eliminating the need for a hearing.

4. Intervener and Applicant are the only parties to this proceeding.  The Motion was filed jointly by the parties. 

5. The ALJ will sua sponte waive the response time to the parties’ Motion since the relief is unopposed and there are no other parties to this matter. 

6. Good cause having been shown, the ALJ will continue the July 19, 2013 hearing.  As set forth below, the ALJ will reschedule the hearing for a date the parties are available, as indicated in their Motion.
