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I. statement  

1. On April 12, 2013, Global Connection Inc. of America, doing business as Stand Up Wireless filed a verified Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On April 15, 2013, the Commission gave notice of the Application.

3. On May 2, 2013, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel timely filed its Notice of Intervention of Right, Entry of Appearance and Request for Hearing in this proceeding.    

4. On May 20, 2013, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b), and Request for Hearing.  
5. On May 22, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
6. By Decision No. R13-0585-I issued May 29, 2013, a prehearing conference was scheduled for June 10, 2013, to set a procedural schedule in the above-captioned proceeding.  The parties were also advised that the prehearing conference would be vacated if an agreed upon procedural schedule was provided to the undersigned ALJ prior to the scheduled prehearing conference.

7. On June 6, 2013, the parties filed their Stipulated Proposed Procedural Schedule and Motion to Vacate Pre-Hearing Conference.  

8. By Interim Decision No. R13-0585-I, the proposed procedural schedule was adopted by the undersigned ALJ.

9. On July 18, 2013, Staff filed its Unopposed Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion). 

10. As grounds, the parties state that they are engaged in ongoing negotiations towards a resolution of all issues in the above-captioned proceeding and believe that the settlement may be reached without the need to file Answer Testimony and Exhibits. To allow the parties to concentrate on the settlement negotiations they request an extension of time to file Answer Testimony and Exhibits until August 2, 2013. 

11. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the unopposed Motion. All other aspects of the procedural schedule remain unchanged, including the date of the evidentiary hearing.  
12. Response time shall be waived. 
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Commission Staff’s Unopposed Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) is granted.

2. The deadline for the filing of Answer Testimony and Exhibits shall be extended until 5:00 p.m. on August 2, 2013.

3. Response time to the Motion is waived.

4. All other aspects of the procedural schedule are unchanged.
5. This Decision is effective immediately
