I. STATEMENT  
A. Background

1. On July 18, 2013, pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, and Rules 220 and 221.1 of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (C.R.C.P.) Mr. Thomas L. Blackburn and Ms. Sherry A. Quirk individually filed Motions for Pro Hac Vice Admission (Motions).  Mr. Blackburn and Ms. Quirk seek to practice before the Commission in this proceeding.  The Motions indicate that Mr. Blackburn and Ms. Quirk are members in good standing of the Bar of the District of Columbia.
