I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. R13-0731-I issued June 18, 2013, this matter was scheduled for an evidentiary hearing on the merits of the Application for July 26, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. 

2. On July 22, 2013, Michael M. Davis, doing business as 
Stars & Stripes Transportation

 LINK Excel.Sheet.8 "\\\\rio\\Division\\PUC\\ALJ\\Form Inputs.xls" "210 Timeline NO rebuttal!R31C5" \a \t  (Applicant), and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab submitted a joint “Stipulation, Motion for Approval of Restrictive Amendments, Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions and Request for Waiver of Response Time” (Stipulation).  

3. The parties’ Stipulation indicates they have reached a resolution to their dispute. 

4. If the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) accepts the parties’ Stipulation, there will be no need for an evidentiary hearing in this matter. 

5. Before doing so, the ALJ seeks clarification regarding the Stipulation.  In particular, the Stipulation states that the parties agree to restrictively amend the Application to keep certain restrictive language included in the original authority. Stipulation, ¶ 3.  Nevertheless, at least one other major change is included in the new language that is not directly discussed in the Stipulation.  That is, while the Application sought to change the geographic area covered by the original authority, the Stipulation reverts back to the original geographic language.  The ALJ seeks clarification that Applicant does intend to forego his request to change the geographic area covered by the authority. 

6. Consequently, the hearing scheduled for July 26, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. will take place as scheduled.  However, the hearing will not be an evidentiary hearing on the Application, but instead will be a hearing regarding the parties’ Stipulation and those specific issues identified in ¶ 5 above.
