1. The authority in ordering paragraph 8 on page 7 of this Decision read as:
For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers in call-and-demand charter service 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Gilpin, Larimer and Weld, State of Colorado,

RESTRICTIONS:

(A)
to only operating vehicles equipped with at least a minimum 32-inch television, strobe lights and/or laser lights, couches and a video game system;

(B)
to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of not less than fifteen passengers;

(C)
against transporting passengers to and from airports;

(D)
to the use of a maximum of two vehicles for two years from the date of the order approving the application, but this restriction is removed after the lapse of the two years:

(E)
to trips originating from Larimer County

The authority states that the Applicant in this matter is a granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to transport passengers “between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Gilpin, Larimer and Weld, State of Colorado.”  That is incorrect.  The Applicant is granted a CPCN to transport passengers from all points in the County of Larimer on the one the one hand to all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Gilpin, Larimer and Weld on the other hand.  The authority in ordering paragraph 8 shall be amended to read as follows:
Transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand charter service
from all points in the County of Larimer, State of Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Gilpin, Larimer and Weld, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
RESTRICTIONS:
(A)
to only operating vehicles equipped with at least a minimum 32-inch television, strobe lights and/or laser lights, couches and a video game system;
(B)
to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of not less than fifteen passengers;
(C)
against transporting passengers to and from airports; and,
(D)
to the use of a maximum of two vehicles for two years from the date of the order approving the application, but this restriction is removed after the lapse of the two years.
Restriction (E) is omitted from the revised authority.
