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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
April 18, 2013, Ashraf A. Suliman, doing business as Comfy-Transit
 (Applicant) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held 
May 29, 2013
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2. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Intervenor) timely intervened of right.

3. By Decision No. R13-0671-I issued June 5, 2013, a hearing is scheduled in this matter to be held on August 6, 2013.

4. On August 5, 2013, the Motion to Consolidate, Motion for Continuances, and Notice of Waiver of 210 Day Deadline was filed by Applicant and Intervenor.  In addition to other requested relief, Applicant waives the applicable statutory period under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and requests that the scheduled hearing be continued.

5. No prejudice coming to any party, response time will be waived sua sponte.

6. Good cause shown for the request, the scheduled hearing will be vacated.  The remainder of the requested relief will be ruled upon by separate decision.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to the Motion to Consolidate, Motion for Continuances, and Notice of Waiver of 210 Day Deadline is waived sua sponte.

2. Waiver of the applicable statutory period in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., is acknowledged.

3. The hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on August 6, 2013, is vacated.

4. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
