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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. Only those portions of the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision are included.  

2. On May 8, 2013, Divine Medical Support Services (Applicant), filed an Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.
3. During its weekly meeting held June 26, 2013, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition. 

4. Pursuant to Rule 1200, Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, on July 9, 2013, the ALJ ordered Applicant to have counsel enter an appearance or to show cause why it may proceed without counsel by July 30, 2013.  Decision No. R13-0838-I.  

5. On July 19, 2013, Applicant made a timely filing showing cause why it should be permitted to be represented by a non-attorney in this matter.  Applicant’s show cause filing indicates that Applicant is a closely-held entity comprised of two members and owners.  The filing also alleges a factual basis for its assertion that the amount in controversy in this matter does not exceed $10,000.  Applicant designates Dr. Adeniyi Kelani as its representative in this proceeding.  Dr. Kelani is an officer and the managing director of Applicant. 

6. The ALJ finds that Applicant’s show cause filing meet the requirements of Rule 1201(b), 4 CCR 723-1 and § 13-1-127(2), C.R.S., (2012). The ALJ finds that Applicant has provided satisfactory evidence that Dr. Kelani is authorized to represent it in this proceeding.  Accordingly, the ALJ will order that Applicant may be represented by Dr. Kelani in this proceeding.

7. Applicant is advised and on notice, that its representative will be bound by the same procedural and evidentiary rules as attorneys.  Negron v. Golder, 111 P.3d 538, 541 (Colo. App. 2004); Loomis v. Seely, 677 P.2d 400, 402 (Colo. App. 1983).   
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That: 

1. Divine Medical Support Services (Applicant) may be represented by Dr. Adeniyi Kelani, a non-attorney. 

2. Applicant will be held to the advisement contained in this Decision in ¶7 above. 

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
