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I. STATEMENT  
1. On June 28, 2013, Aderajew S. Yeshiwas, doing business as Mirus Transportation (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On July 1, 2013, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice as follows:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers

between all points in the Counties of, Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson and Weld, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted:

(a)
to providing transportation services for Rocky Mountain Human Services, 10375 East Harvard Avenue, Denver, CO 80231; and

(b)
against providing transportation services to or from hotels, motels or airports.

3. On July 3, 2013, Commission Staff issued a Deficiency Letter (Letter) pursuant to Rule 1303(b)(II) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  The Letter stated the Applicant was required to file a letter signed by each proposed customer containing specific information. 

4. On July 31, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as, Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock); and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC (Springs) timely intervened of right through counsel. This filing attached Commission Authority Nos. 2378 and 150 held by Colorado Cab, Commission Authority No. 13043 held by Shamrock, and Commission Authority No. 109 held by Springs.

5. On August 7, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

A. Deficiency Letter.  

6. As of the date of this Decision, the Applicant has failed to file a response to the Letter of July 3, 2013.  

7. In the Letter the Applicant was advised that failure to file a response within ten days after the Letter was sent could result in a dismissal of the Application.

8. The Applicant shall be ordered to correct this deficiency in the Application by August 16, 2013.  Failure to make the required filing as detailed in the Letter of July 3, 2013, shall result in the Application being dismissed without prejudice. 

9. If the required filing is made within the allotted time period, the undersigned ALJ will issue an additional decision with a procedural schedule. 

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Aderajew S. Yeshiwas, doing business as Mirus Transportation shall make a filing which complies with the requirements of the Deficiency Letter issued on July 3, 2013, by close of business on August 16, 2013.

2. Failure of Aderajew S. Yeshiwas, doing business as Mirus Transportation, to make the required filing by close of business August 16, 2013, shall result in the Application being dismissed without prejudice.

3. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in this Decision.  

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
