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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
1. Only those portions of the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision are stated herein. 

2. On June 7, 2013, Colorado Summit Express LLC, doing business as Denver Breckenridge Express, filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier of by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.
3. On June 25, 2013, 1ST ABC Transportation LLC, doing business as ABC Shuttle (ABC) filed an intervention of right. 

4. During its weekly meeting held July 24, 2013, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition. 

5. ABC’s intervention states that it has attached a copy of its Commission authority, but none is attached.  ABC has not, thereafter, made a filing providing its Commission authority. 

6. Rule 1401(e) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, mandates that a notice of intervention of right must include a copy of the common carrier’s letter of authority.  

7. Because ABC’s intervention of right fails to include a copy of its authority, the intervention does not meet the requirements of Rule 1401(e), 4 CCR 723-1.  Accordingly, the ALJ will order ABC to supplement its intervention with a copy of its authority. 

8. However, ABC is advised and on notice that for any future intervention of right it files in a case assigned to the undersigned ALJ, the ALJ will strictly hold it to the requirements of Rule 1401(e), and will strike its intervention if it fails to comply without giving ABC an opportunity to supplement. 

9. ABC is advised and on notice that failure to supplement its intervention with its authority on or by August 21, 2013 at 5:00 p.m. may result in a decision striking its intervention and dismissing it as a party from this proceeding.

II.
ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That: 
1. Intervener 1ST ABC Transportation LLC, doing business as ABC Shuttle (ABC) must make a filing supplementing its intervention with its authority on or by August 21, 2013 at 5:00 p.m. 
2. ABC shall be held to all advisements in this Order.
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
