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I. STATEMENT
1. On

The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held 
August 7, 2013

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on July 1, 2013 (Notice).  That Notice read that Applicant sought an order granting the following:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Denver, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  

RESTRICTIONS: This application is restricted:
(a)
to providing Non-Emergency Medical Transportation (NEMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, CO, 80203;

(b) 
against providing transportation services to or from hotels, motels, or airports;
(c)
against providing transportation services to people under age 18; and

(d)
to the use of no more than three (3) vehicles. 
3. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi) and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab timely intervened of right.

4. On August 8, 2013, Applicant and Metro Taxi filed a Joint Stipulated Motion for Approval of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.  The parties thereto have resolved their differences in this matter, obviating the need for hearing.  Applicant requests to amend the application to limit its application to the Counties of Adams and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and to remove the restriction against providing transportation services to people under age 18. Upon Commission acceptance and approval of such amendment, Metro Taxi withdraws its intervention.

5. There being no other party prejudiced by the granting of the stipulated request, and no response having been filed to date, it is appropriate that response time be shortened to the date of this Interim Decision. 

6. Applicant seeks to amend the application to request the following:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers 
between all points in the Counties of Adams and Jefferson, State of Colorado.
RESTRICTIONS: This application is restricted:
(a)
to providing Non-Emergency Medical Transportation (NEMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, CO, 80203;

against providing transportation services to or from hotels, motels, or airports;

to the operation of no more than three (3) vehicles at any given time. 
7. The proposed amendment is unambiguous, restrictive in nature, and administratively enforceable.  Therefore, the amendment to the Application will be accepted and the intervention previously filed by Metro Taxi is withdrawn. 

II. ORDER

2. The restrictive amendment to the Application is accepted.  AGS Motors LLC’s application is amended to seek authority as described in Paragraph I.6. above. 

3. The intervention of Metro Taxi is withdrawn.
