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I. STATEMENT  
1. On June 28, 2013, Aderajew S. Yeshiwas, doing business as Mirus Transportation (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On July 1, 2013, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice as follows:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers

between all points in the Counties of, Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson and Weld,  State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application s restricted:

(a)
to providing transportation services for Rocky Mountain Human Services, 10375 East Harvard Avenue, Denver, CO. 80231, and

(b)
against providing transportation services to or from hotels, motels or airports.

3. On July 3, 2013, Commission Staff issued a Deficiency Letter (Letter) pursuant to Rule 1303(b)(II) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  The Letter stated that Applicant was required to file a letter signed by each proposed customer containing specific information. The Applicant was also advised that failure to respond to the Letter within ten days could result in the Commission dismissing the application. 

4. On July 31, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC (Colorado Cab), doing business as, Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab; Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock); and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC (Springs) timely intervened of right through counsel. This filing attached Commission Authority Nos. 2378 and 150 held by Colorado Cab, Commission Authority No. 13043 held by Shamrock, and Commission authority No. 109 held by Springs.

5. On August 7, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ)

6. By Decision No. R13-0975-I, issued on August 12, 2013, the Applicant was ordered to file a response to the Letter sent on July 3, 2013 by August 16 2013. The Applicant was advised that failure to make a filing that complied with the Letter of July 3, 2013 would result in the Application being dismissed without prejudice.

7. Applicant was on notice that his written response to the Letter must be received by the Commission no later than August 16, 2013 and was on notice of the consequences of failing to respond to the Letter.

8. Review of the Commission file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Recommended Decision, Applicant has not filed a response to the Letter nor has the Applicant filed a request for additional time to respond to the Letter.  

9. The record in this matter establishes that, notwithstanding unambiguous and concise statements of the consequences, Applicant has chosen not to respond to the Letter. 

10. Given the record, the ALJ has determined that the Applicant has abandoned the Application and shall dismiss the Application without prejudice.

II. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. The Application of Aderajew S. Yeshiwas, doing business as Mirus Transportation for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire is dismissed without prejudice.

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

4. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
