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I. STATEMENT

1. Only those portions of the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision are included. 
2. In anticipation of the hearing on the above-captioned application, the undersigned ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference for August 22, 2013 at 1:30 p.m.  Decision 
No. R13-0957-I.  The same Decision explicitly gave all parties permission to appear by telephone at the prehearing conference, provided that the party submitted a filing by 5:00 p.m. on August 20, 2013, indicating his or her choice to appear by telephone along with the telephone number at which the party will be available.  

3. On August 20, 2013, Intervener 1st ABC Transportation LLC’s counsel entered an appearance and filed a separate motion seeking to appear by telephone (Motion) at the prehearing conference.  The Motion notes that although Decision No. R13-0957-I permits the parties to appear by telephone, it is silent as to whether counsel may appear by telephone. 

4. Because the prehearing conference is only two days away, the ALJ finds good cause to waive the response time to the Motion pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  

5. For good cause shown, the ALJ will grant the Motion.  Counsel and any other representative of any party to this proceeding who complies with the requirements of Decision No. R13-0957-I may appear by telephone at the August 22, 2013 1:30 p.m. prehearing conference.

6. Intervener 1st ABC Transportation LLC (ABC) and its counsel have complied with Decision No. R13-0957-I; both may appear by telephone at the August 22, 2013. The ALJ will permit their telephone appearance as proposed by counsel’s Motion. That is, the ALJ will only call ABC’s counsel at 1:30, who will have a representative of ABC on the line with him.  

7. Should there be technical difficulties, the ALJ will provide the parties with a conference telephone number to utilize.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The “Motion by Counsel for 1ST ABC Transportation LLC and Intervener to Appear Telephonically at Prehearing Conference” on August 22, 2013 is granted.   

2. Counsel and any other representative of any party to this proceeding who complies with the requirements of Decision No. R13-0957-I may appear by telephone at the August 22, 2013 1:30 p.m. prehearing conference.

3. Because Intervener 1st ABC Transportation LLC and its counsel have complied with Decision No. R13-0957-I, both may appear by telephone at the August 22, 2013. 

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
