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I. statement

A. Background
1. On August 26, 2013, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) filed a Motion In Limine to Exclude Certain Portions of Comments by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Colorado Independent Energy Association (CIEA), and Request for Shortened Response Time and Expedited Consideration (Motion).  

2. Black Hills takes exception to portions of the comments filed in response to the Independent Evaluator’s Final Report regarding Black Hills’ 2013 Wind Request for Proposals.  According to Black Hills, the comments filed by Staff, CIEA, and OCC go beyond the scope of the report and address substantive concerns about the results and analysis, including proposed recommendations for next steps by the Commission.  Black Hills provides a list of the comments of each party it requests be stricken.  

3. Due to the tight nature of the procedural schedule in this proceeding, Black Hills requests that response time to its Motion be shortened to the close of business on August 27, 2013.  

4. Good cause is found to shorten response time to the Motion.  Therefore, parties will have until the close of business on August 27, 2013 in which to respond to the Motion.  Consideration of the relief requested in the Motion will be expedited since Black Hills’ rebuttal testimony is due on August 29, 2013.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP to shorten response time to its Motion In Limine to Exclude Certain Portions of Comments by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission, Office of Consumer Counsel and Colorado Independent Energy Association is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion is shortened to the close of business on August 27, 2013.

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
