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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 27, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service or Company) Second Motion for Administrative Notice was filed.  Public Service requests that the Commission take administrative notice of Advice Letter No. 1647 – Electric Amended dated August 19, 2013 and the associated P.U.C. No. 7 - Electric Tariff sheets and Advice Letter No. 1647 – Electric Second Amended dated August 22, 2013 and the associated P.U.C. No. 7 - Electric Tariff sheets.  The requested relief being unopposed, a waiver of response time is requested.

2. The requested relief being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

3. On August 19, 2013, the Company filed Advice Letter No. 1647 – Electric Amended and the associated tariff sheets to clarify the available types and amounts of Standard Customer Data that may vary and change periodically and add a definition of Natural Gas Customer Data.
4. On August 22, 2013, the Company filed Advice Letter No. 1647 – Electric Second Amended and the associated tariff sheets, which updated and corrected the Transaction Convenience Fee for Credit Card Purchases that are listed on the Schedule of Charges for Rendering Service pursuant to Commission Decision C13-1035 in Proceeding No. 13L-0916E issued August 21, 2013.
5. Administrative notice of the additional filings is requested to ensure that the Commission considers all relevant and current information related to the Company’s tariff provisions for data privacy and reports of customer data.

6. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the motion will be granted.    

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) Second Motion for Administrative Notice filed on August 27, 2013, is granted.  

2. Administrative notice is taken of Public Service’s Advice Letter No. 1647 – Electric Amended dated August 19, 2013 and the associated P.U.C. No. 7 –Electric Tariff sheets and Advice Letter No. 1647 – Electric Second Amended dated August 22, 2013 and the associated P.U.C. No. 7 - Electric Tariff sheets.
