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I. statement

1. On August 29, 2013, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO; and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC (collectively, Colorado Cab) filed a Motion In Limine, Motion to Dismiss and Request to Shorten Response Time.  

2. Colorado Cab states that Applicant, Victor Gab-Ojukwu, doing business as Careprox (Applicant) failed to adhere to the procedural requirements set out in Interim Decision No. R13-0900-I issued July 18, 2013, by failing to file or serve on Colorado Cab, a summary of Applicant’s witness testimony, witness list, and exhibits, which were due on August 7, 2013 as required by that Decision.  Additionally, Applicant has failed to advise Colorado Cab or the Commission of the witnesses it intends to call or the exhibits it intends to offer, which Colorado Cab argues, prejudices it by precluding Colorado Cab from preparing its witness and exhibit list and preparing appropriate cross-examination and responsive evidence for the September 19, 2013 hearing.

3. As a result of Applicant’s failure to comply with the procedural decision, Colorado Cab requests that Applicant be prohibited from offering testimony of any witness and from offering exhibits in support of the Application at the September 19, 2013 hearing.

4. Additionally, if the Motion in limine is granted, Colorado Cab asserts that Applicant will not be able to meet his burden of proof pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1500, of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and as a result, the Application should be dismissed.

5. Colorado Cab also requests that response time to its motion be shortened to five days since the evidentiary hearing is scheduled for September 19, 2013.

6. Good cause is found to shorten response time to Colorado Cab’s motion to five days to September 4, 2013.  Applicant is on notice that should he fail to respond to the motion and fail to file witness and exhibit lists as required by Interim Decision No. R13-0900-I by September 4, 2013, the Application will be dismissed.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO; and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC (collectively, Colorado Cab) to shorten response time to its Motion In Limine and Motion to Dismiss is granted.

2. Response time to Colorado Cab’s motion is shortened to September 4, 2013.

3. Applicant Victor Gab-Ojukwu, doing business as Careprox is on notice that failure to respond to Colorado Cab’s motions or to file its list of witnesses, a summary of witness testimony and exhibits as required by Interim Decision No. R13-0900-I will result in dismissal of the Application.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
