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I. STATEMENT  
1. On February 13, 2013, A-Quarter Circle Lazy Five Ranch, LLC (Ranch), 
Alfonzo A. Abeyta, Andrew A. Abeyta, Martha Abeyta, and Loriann Abeyta (collectively, Complainants
) filed a formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. Complainants and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  

3. On February 20, 2013, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in interim decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  
5. On April 23, 2013, by Decision No. R13-0476-I, the ALJ, inter alia, scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter to be held on August 1 and 2, 2013 in Conejos, Colorado.  

6. On August 1, 2013, as scheduled, the ALJ called the evidentiary hearing to order.  The ALJ heard the testimony of two witnesses for Complainants and began the testimony of Complainants’ third witness.  At 5:00 p.m. on August 1, 2013, the ALJ recessed the evidentiary hearing until 9:00 a.m. on August 2, 2013.  

7. On August 2, 2013, due to illness, the ALJ was unable to continue the evidentiary hearing.  After informing the court reporter that she would not hold the second day of the scheduled hearing, the ALJ departed for Denver, Colorado.  Before departing, the ALJ neither convened the second day of hearing nor rescheduled the evidentiary hearing.  
8. On August 14, 2013, by Decision No. R13-1008-I and as pertinent here, the ALJ directed Complainants to consult with Respondent and to file, no later than August 30, 2013, proposed dates for the continuation of the evidentiary hearing and for filing post-hearing Statements of Position.  

9. On August 29, 2013, Complainants filed a Notice as Required by Interim Decision No. R13-1008-I (Notice).  In that filing, Complainants:  (a) state that the Parties agree to the dates contained in the Notice; (b) state that the Parties believe that two additional days of hearing are necessary; (c) propose evidentiary hearing dates; and (d) propose the date for filing post-hearing Statements of Position.  

10. The ALJ has reviewed the Notice and has considered her calendar.  The ALJ will schedule the continuation of the evidentiary hearing for October 29 and 30, 2013, which are dates the Parties proposed.  The ALJ also will order that, no later than November 8, 2013, each party will file a post-hearing statement of position to which no response will be permitted.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The continuation of the evidentiary hearing in this matter shall be held on the following dates, at the following times, and in the following location:
