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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on July 29, 2013, when the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 106315 to Angela Teague, doing business as, ASAP Movers (Respondent), alleging a violation of Commission regulations regarding: one count of no written estimate 24 hours prior to a move, in violation of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6608(a) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle; one count of an invalid contract – missing physical mailing and storage address, PUC registration and permit information missing, and cargo valuation missing, in violation of 4 CCR-723-6-6608(c); and, one count of consumer advisement missing, in violation of 4 CCR 723-6-6609(a).  Respondent was served with a copy of CPAN No. 106315 on July 30, 2013 by certified U.S. Mail, return receipt requested.  

2. On August 20, 2013, Staff of the Commission filed its entry of appearance in this matter through its legal counsel, the Office of the Colorado Attorney General.

3. On August 20, 2013, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ. 

4. CPAN No. 106315 provides that if Respondent wishes to contest the allegations contained therein, or if Respondent does not pay the penalty amount within 10 days of its receipt of the CPAN, Respondent is obliged, within 15 days of such receipt, to contact the Commission to set the matter for hearing.  In the absence of such a contact, CPAN No. 106315 provides that it will become a Complaint to Appear Notice and that the Commission will set a hearing date without regard to Respondent’s wishes.

5. Respondent failed to respond to the CPAN by indicating it admits that it violated the Commission Rules indicated by paying the civil penalty assessment within the time periods specified in CPAN No. 106315.  Nor has Respondent contacted the Commission regarding setting a hearing date regarding the alleged violations contained in CPAN No. 106315.  Therefore, it is appropriate to set this matter for hearing for Wednesday, October 16, 2013.  If Respondent pays the full civil penalty amount of $2,722.50 prior to October 16, 2013, the hearing in this matter will be vacated.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. An evidentiary hearing regarding Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 106315 is scheduled as follows:
