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I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 30, 2013, SpecialTouch Transportation, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for Authority to Extend Operations Under Contract Carrier Permit No. 55832.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The following intervened in this proceeding, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi; Colorado Cab Company LLC (Colorado Cab), doing business as, Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab; Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc.; and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC (collectively Interveners).  Applicant and the Interveners, collectively, are the Parties

3. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context.

4. By Interim Decision No. R13-0940-I, issued on July 31, 2013, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled for September 12, 2013.

5. On the morning of September 12, 2013, counsel for Intervenor Colorado Cab 
e-mailed the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ), and the parties, requesting an emergency continuance due to flooding conditions in the Denver and Boulder metropolitan areas. Counsel stated that the proposed extension in the above captioned proceeding is for the Applicant’s transportation services to be extended to Boulder County and Interveners’ witnesses would have to travel from the flooded area in Boulder County.

6. In an e-mail to all parties, the undersigned ALJ found good cause to grant the request for an emergency continuance. This Decision shall memorialize that ruling.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The evidentiary hearing scheduled in this matter for September 12, 2013, is vacated.

2. The parties shall confer and contact the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) by September 19, 2013 with a list of possible dates to reschedule the hearing.

3. The undersigned ALJ shall issue a decision with a new date for the evidentiary hearing after September 19, 2013.

4. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in this Decision.  

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
